Other keen con-
testants will be T. Kendall's sloop
Alert, which has been out of water on
the ways of the Pacific ship yard to
be prepared for the race and which beat
Sherry's Perhaps in the class flag re-
gatta of the California yacht club. Cap-
tain Patterson's Starlight, a recent ad-
dition to the fleet, which was built at
Newark and took part In the ocean
race held recently by the San Francisco
yacht club. As It is high water at
11:23 on Sunday morning at Fort Point.
the beginning of the race will be, on
the last of the flood tide and the re-
mainder of it on an ebb tide.

The contesting yachts in going out
must pass between Angel island and
Alcatraz island, the object being to pre-
vent skippers from sailing various
courses in an endeavor to find favor-
able currents. The idea is to award the
trophy to the owner whose boat sails
fastest and is best handled, not to the
one who may have the good luck to get
into a favoring tide.

The annual race for the Wallace
trophy will be held tomorrow over the
new course of the California yacht club,
W. C. Wallace, the donor of the trophy,
having consented to the changing of
the course to suit the altered location
of the club anchorage. In former years
the race was held from the Alameda
(or narrow gauge) mole to and around
Presidio shoal buoy and back to the
mole; the course, which was estimated
12 nautical miles, being a beat out
and a run home. The new course is
across an imaginary line drawn from
the northwestern point of Brook's is-
land to a stakeboat anchored 250 yards
due north; thence to and around Pre-
sidio shoal buoy, distant 7 nautical
miles, leaving the mark on the port
hand; thence to the finishing point
across the starting line, leaving the
stakeboat on the port hand. This
course is a little longer than the old
one, "

being reckoned as 14 nautical
miles.

SAY STAMP AGENT
DEFRAUDED WOMEN

Louis and Joseph Sloss Sell
Their Holdings in the Pa-

cific Company

Sum Very Close to a Million
Said to B§ Involved in

Transaction

One of the largest commercial trans-
actions since the fire of April. 1906.
was consummated yesterday afternoon
when the interests of Louis and Joseph
Sloss in the Pacific hardware and steel
company passed to the control of A. L.
Scott, H. J. Morton. W. T. Smith and
Hiram C. Smith, who have been asso-
ciated with the Slosses in the company
for several years.

Negotiations fey the purchase of the
Sloss interests have been under way for
some time. The deal Involves several
hundred thousand dollars. "Very close
to a million," said o*e of the directors
last night. A. L. Scott, president of
the corporation, would not state the
exact amount yesterday, but admitted
that a very large sum was involved in
the transaction.

Louis Sloss. when asked as to what
he and his brother would receive, re-
fused to tell the amount, saying that
his brother was carrying on all ne-
gotiations. The transaction also .In-
volved the control of the majority of
the stock of the corporation.

The officers of the company are:
A. L. Scott, president: 11. J. Morton,
first vice resident: W. T. Smith, secre-
tary. Joseph Sloss probably will re-
tain his position as manager for some
time.

The Pacific hardware and steel com-
pany was Incorporated in December,
1901. The original incorporators were
composed of members of the firms of
Miller,Sloss & Scott and the George W.
Gibbs company. The company began
business at the corner of Mission and
Fremont streets in January, 1903. and
continued at that location until August.
1905. when Itmoved to its present lo-
cctlon at Seventh and Townsend streets.

A report that differences among the
partners had caused the retirement of
the Slosses was denied by all parties
to yesterday's transaction.

Supervisors < Say Board of
Works Should Begin Econ-

omy at Home

for Unused Plans of Temp-

orary City Hall

Recommend Payment of $1,000

There is no janitor at the Bush
street police station. Secretary Skelly
informed the supervisors' finance com-
mittee yesterday that things were get-
ting in a woeful condition in conse-
quence. The committee responded that
they knew, of course, it was not a po-
liceman's duty to sweep out; besides,
the peace guardians were needed on the
street; but the members held that the
board of works had a budget appropria-
tion for general janitor service. The
committee ordered the works board
notified of the police complaint. "It's a
matter of administration," said the su-
pervisors. In this connection the sug-
gestion was dropped for the works
commissioners* benefit that janitorial
economy was a virtue that might well
begin at home.

The committee agreed to compromise
Architect Shea's claim for $3,000 for
the unused plans of a "temporary city
hall" which the Gallagher board once
ordered for the Impossible library lot
on Van Ness avenue.. Shea said he had
expended about $I,SOO on the plans,
but would be glad to get $1,000 if he
couldn't get more. A bill was recom-
mended for that amount.

The committee will find the money to
complete the repaying of Montgomery
street from Market to Pacific at a cost
approximating $45,000, W. B. Pringle
and Edgar agreeing for the North Cen-
tral improvement club to buy $12,500
worth of the 2\i per cent street bonds.

The committee agreed to pay the $500
fee due on Tax Collector Bush's bond
from January 1, but held that the bonds
in smaller amounts of minor officials
should not be paid by the city, except
from the beginning of the new fiscal
year.

FIRE THREATENS TOWN
OF GUERNEVILLE

SANTA ROSA, July 10.—The pretty
little town of Guernevllle in the Red-
woods on Russian river came near be-
ing destroyed again this afternoon,
when a fire started in the Methodist
church parsonage there, and in a tew
minutes had razed that structure, a
carpenter shop belonging to Oliver
Wescott and a barn on the parsonage
lot. The pretty little,church standing
near was saved only by the greatest
efforts of the residents. The Schulte
and Hill residences were badly
scorched. When the fire first started
Chief Muther and Mayor Gray of this
city were asked to dispatch a fire en-
gine. The officials were preparing for
a special train when a second mes-
sage came that the wind had turned
and the greatest danger was past. A3
the flames were under control. Yes-
terday the residents of Guerneville
were frightened by an alarm of fire
when th^ home of Oliver Wescott was
destroyed. His carpenter shop was
burned today. About two weeks ago
about half a block of business houses
were burned and the Guerneville hotel
was saved after heroic efforts of the
people.

The parsonage destroyed was occu-
pied by Rev. J. W. Hinds and family,
but they were unable to give a lucid
account of how the conflagration
started.
