NEW RULE GOVERNS
UNIVERSITY WORK

BERKELEY, July 12.—The new
schedule of studies for entrance into

the University of California, adopted
last spring, will go into effect at the
opening of college in August. A full

15 units of preparatory work must be|

offered by the entrant before registra-
tion is allowed in the colleges of let-
ters, social eciences, natural science
and agriculture, Fourteen and one-
half units, the old schedule for the en-
gineering colleges, will be in effect
during the coming term.

An applicant may, however, enter the
university on partial credits, provided
the 15 necessary units are made up in
the freshman or sophomore years. Ma-
triculation examinations for entrants
will be -held during the week begin-
ning August 6.

The new regulations were adopted by
the academic senate of the faculty after
considerable debate in the meeting held
several months ago. The committee of
15 which has had the plan under con-
sideration for two years reported to
the faculty at the spring meeting, but
the report was not adopted as a whole.

The new scheme will link the fresh-
men and sophomore years of the uni-
versity closer with the preparatory
schools, in that the first two years of
university work will be preliminary to
the work of the speclalization period in
the last two years.

The preparatory schools will, on the
other hand, be freer from university
control in that a more liberal allow-
ance in entrance requirements to the
university will be made In all except
the engineering colleges. Thus, the high
school will be made an end within fit-
self instead of being entirely depend-
ent upon the university.
