ENGLISH CLIMATE UNKIND

When l^ondon awoke this morning it

seemed as though the English climate,

so kind to the pports held earlier in the
year, was trying to show the 2,000 ath-
Eetes assembled liore for the Olympic

caiy.-s how disagreeable could be the
weather. The-past fortnight of unset-
tled weather/ which has been a terror
to tlic visitors who have bt-en trying to

S«t in the best form for the prcat phy-
i-i«-;;l efforts they are to make during

the n<Vxt two weeks, was followed this
morning by a dowrpour of rain, which

threatened for a time to make neces-
sary the postponement of the opening

of the stadium a.t Shepards Bush. Tem-
porary shelters, however, were quickly
erected to minimize the effect of the
storm, and at the time previously fixed

the Inauguration of the Olympic games

was carried out according to program.
Shortly after 3 o'clock in the after-

nbbn the royal box. which had been j
Jitted vp for the accommodation of 40
persons, began. to fill up, the early ar-
rivals including the crown prince and
princess of Sweden and their children,

the crown prince and princess of
Greece, the duke and duchess of Con-
naueht and the duke and duchess of
Arg-yle. A short time afterward the
playing of the national anthem by a
band of the Grenadier guards an-
nounced the arrival of King Edward.
<4ueen Alexandra and Princess Victoria,

with their suites, who had been driven
in state from Buckingham palace! Lord
Dcsborough, chairman of the council of

the British Olympic association, wel-

comed their majesties at the entrance
to the stadium and presented the mem-

ben of the Olympic council.

PARADE DEFOKE KING
As the king entered the royal box a

1-uglcr gave a signal, the gates leading

to the competitors' quarters flew open

and the athletes marched out under the

banners of their respective nations.

The procession was formed in alpha-

betical order, Austria leading, with the
exception that the English speaking
races carr.e last. This latter section

was led by an American team with

Garrels of the Chicago athletic team at
its head, carrying the stars and stripes.

The British colonies were directly be-

hind the Americans and at the end of
the United Kingdom as hosts. The pro-

cession went into the stadium, each
country receiving applause. America
and the colonies being greeted warmly
by the audience which had braved the

elements.
As the day advanced the^downpour

gave way to a cirizzle, which, however,

soon passed over and as the time ap-
proached for the opening the sun came
out occasionally, and with the assist-

ance of a light breeze brightened up

the decorations.
Crowds gathered inside and outside

of the stadium, and long before the ar-
rival of the king and queen the cheaper

sections of the stadium were filled with
spectators prepared to stay out the aft-
ernoon, no matter what the weather
conditions were.

some were in flannels and others in
morning attire, while yet others wore
the varigated combinations of every
day dress.
