Russian .torpedo ;boat destroyer, which
was afterward captured by the Japan-
ese; who :took Rojestvensky prisoner.

Rojestvensky was later . joined by

Rear .-Admiral Voelkersan and his di-
vision of the .squadron. The Russian

of Annum and the island of Hatien. On
May 8 the division commanded by Rear
Admiral Nebogatoff,: consisting of nine
ships, -joined forces with Rojestvensky

and .the united fleet sailed north to
meet' the Japanese. .
GREAT BATTLE ENSUES / \

The start was made from Libau on
October. 16 of that year and, passing
around Denmark, the Russians encoun-
tered the British North Sea fishing
fleet off Dogger bank. The warships
fired on the fishermen, mistaking. them
for torpedo, boats, which led .to a
strained state, of affairs between Great
Britain, and v Russia that at one time
threatened to result in hostilities be-
tween: the two countries. An interna-
tional commission of inquiry; however,
which rmet at Paris, after a complete
investigation, excused the admiral for
his action, while condemning theflrlng.

During the late war between Russia
and Japan the latter country having
scored great advantages on land. Ad-
miral Rojestventsky was ordered early

in August, 1904, to .have his. squadron
in readiness ) for proceeding from the
Baltic around ~to Vladivostok. This
voyage resulted in the annihilation of
the Russian Baltic fleet.

Sinovi Petrov^ich • Rojestvensky' was
about 60 years 'of asft^and for imany
years bore thf.reputation of being one
of'the most cool headed and scientific
naval officers in the Russian service.
He was Admiral Alexieff's second in
command of the Russian squadron in
the far east in the Russo-Japanese war.
In 1902 he was promoted to the rank
of rear admiral and made an aide de
camp to the eyiperor, succeeding Ad-
miral Aviellan as chief of the naval
headquarters staff and head of the in-
telligence department -of the Russian
military. In this -^capacity he super-
vised the equipment of the second Rus-
sian, Pacific, squadron, which -he after-
ward commanded and took to the far
east. .

\u25a0 Representatives of local commercial
bodies Vere present at yesterday's
meeting of the:"board and it was to
them that Supervisor Connolly ad-
dressed some pointed remarks. He said:

By their action yesterday the Super-
visors have drawn the issue in a clear
cuC manner. They waived the condi-
tion which had been previously insisted
upon that the company pay tho city
$1,000 a month for the permit and left
only such restriction as would enable
the city, to retain for itself the use
of.its streets. A refusal on the part
of the United Railroads to accept the
permit as offered would naturally In-
dicate that the sole purpose of the com-
pany in refraining from the use of the
outertracks for the Sutter trolley cars
was a desire to maintain a monopoly
in lower Market street.

REIIUKES COMMERCIALBODIES

The
'

franchise was sought in the
name of the Sutter 5 street company,'
which has become a part of the United
Railroads in all but name. The mat-
ter came before the supervisors in the
form of an elaborate petition from tl:e
commercial interests of the city.

By the decisive vote of 12 to 3 the
board of supervisors refused 'yester-

day to give the United Railroads the
exclusive right to operate electric cars
in lower Market street. The board
granted a permit to run trolley cars
on the outer tracks from Sansome
street to,the ferry, but with the pro-
viso that the corporation first agree in
writing to allow a municipally owned
line to use those rails. The permit
was made revocable at will. Itis un-
derstood that the United Railroads
will refuse to avail itself of the priv-

ilege, choosing rather to use the horse-
cars than to permit another line to,
obtain a Market street outlet to the
ferry. The resolution covering the sub-
ject was passed by the following vote:

court. Each member, of the 'bar feels
that he will get a hearing, and that
the judge will decide as tho |case re-
quires, and that, no matter how he de-
cides, the relation .of close friendship,
of the mutual :respect and "•.co-operation
In the administration of justice willal-
ways remain as -cement;: bonds, than
which there are few dearer,

"

"The administration of justice In the
country perhaps better illustrates what
Ihave said, and the people of,it than
even of the city, because ifyou under-
stand the practice, it is for all the
country people to gather about on court
days to watch the proceedings, to learn
the law as It Is dealt from the bench,
to take an interest in the. issues as
they are presented to the jury of their
neighbors, to criticise, as they have the
right to in a proper way, the rulings
of the court or the verdict of the jury,
so that those who are administering
justice shall feel that they are under
the critical eye of men— and, Imay
say, of women-7-entitled to have the
justice of the people administered with-
out fear or favor.

"Tills scene today, to anyone who
looks at it in a comparison with other
countries, suggests the blessing of a
free government. Those who have had
any experience with other countries
will realize that in many of them a
government means to the people an en-
tity different from themselves, •some-
thing in a sense antagonistic to them.
Ithas a different personality and the
feeling with respect to it generally
among the people Is that the govern-
ment has the power and must look,aft-
er itself. In such countries among the
people there is an absence of a sense
of responsibility as -to what is done
by the government, absence of a de-
sire to help the government, because
they are not a part bf it such as we
have here today. Such sense ofr re-
sponsibility, such desire to help gov-
ernment, is illustrated in every.meet-
ing of this kind the country 'over.
They come from the belief that ;we,
the people, are the government 'and
in courts of justice it is Increased by
the -fact that the people take part- in
the administration of justice, that they
are called upon by the jury, that they
are part of the tribunal that decides
the issue of fact in courts of law. As
long as the people feel that these are
their courts, that this Is their justice,
that when it goes wrong, when.lt re-
sults in Injustice, they ought to .be
ashamed forjtjand they are responsible
for It, we can count on a continuance
of a free government.

CRITICISM IS JUST

After alludingto the dedication of the
courthouse Judge Taft said:

Judge Taft was presented to the as-
semblage by J. A.Rivercombe, a mem-
ber of the board of supervisors of the
county. Judge George K. Anderson,
the presiding judge, being present. In
presenting the visitor Rivercombe re-
ferred to him as the "most distin-
guished gentleman in the -

United
States." He spoke of his wide and
varied experiences in public life, and
in concluding said: "Itake pleasure In
Introducing to you the next president
of the United States."

Judge Taft was heartily applauded
when he. opened his address and was
frequently interrupted by applause.
Mrs. Taft accompanied her husband
to the courthouse, which was reached
after a drive over splendid mountain
roads.

He could not come into the atmos-
phere of the court, he said, without
a feeling of deep regret that he had
ever left the bench. He concluded his
remark* by congratulating Bath county
upon the fact that in It two political
parties are nearly equally divided,
which, he said, was a guaranty against

evils In the administration of the" gov-
ernment. I

He justified proper criticism of the
courts by the people because by such
criticisms "those who administer jus-
tice shall feel that they are under the
critical eye of men and women entitled
to have justice of the people admin-
istered without fear -or favor."

The strength of the judiciary, lie de-
clared, was based on the fact that it
rested upon the principle that the peo-
ple share the responsibility for . the
work of the courts, in the form of duty
on juries and in other capacities.

HOT SPRINGS, Va., July 20.—
Judge Taft today assisted inthe open-
ing of court and in the dedication of
a courthouse at Germantown, Va., five
miles fromHot Springs. Judge Taft
accepted the invitation to be present
at this ceremony on the ground that it
was a neighborly affair. The subject
of his speech was the administration
of justice by the courts. He was
greeted by a large gathering at neigh-
boring towns and by country folk,
many of whom traveled far to see and
hear the republican candidate for the
presidency.

Ing to Forbes this offer came from
Harry McKannay, Mayor Taylor's pri-
vate secretary. Forbes said the offer
wag.made through a friend and Hearst
Identified the friend as Charles Crelght-
on. McKannay absolutely denied the
weird tale yesterday. But his denial
was not necessary. Forbes' statement

that he refused the Job was sufficient
proof that the offer was never made.
McKannay said yesterday that he did
not know Forbes and that he knew
Creighton only slightly: that he had
never authorized Creighton to. offer
Forbes the job described or any other
Job or inducement.

"Ihave never heard of such a po-
sition." McKannay said. "I am not
aware that It exists. In any event, I
have no places in the park to offer
anybody, and the story that Iauthor-
ized an offer to Forbes Is absolutely

false."
Fred Cartwright, according to Hearst,

charged Spreckels with using his po-
sition as president of the First national
bank to force Cartwright to be decent.
Cartwright is quoted as saying that
Spreckels told him that he never used
his position to his personal advantage,

but that in spite of this statement the
First national bank made a call for the
reduction of a loan.

Yesterday Hearst's Herrin sheet
printed statements by Forbes, Cart-
wright, Gcrcke and Levy, members of

the Herrin turncoats push on the
county committee. These

'
statements,

false in their essentials anfl vicious in
spirit and purpose, were designed to
injure the cause of good government
by showing that Rudolph Spreckcls had
attempted to coerce these men into
common decency and save them from
the commission of the vilest of political
treachery. Taken at their face value,

thf> statements published by Hearst fail
to show anything like coercion, are
naturally enough contradictory and fail
miserably either to condone or excuse
tru* treachery of four men elevated to
the councils of their party by republi-
cans who had fought and defeated the
Herrin machine.

Hearst announced yesterday that
Forbes, Cartwright, Gercke and Levy
cvould swear to their statements and |
present them to the grand jury.

Rudolph Spreckels said last night:

'I sincerely hope nothing will deter
these m^n from making affidavits to
their statements. There will be crim-
inal prosecutions then, and 1 will fight

them to the bitter end. The statements
have the color of truth, but are fullof
falsehoods. Idid attempt to persuade
those men to stand up to their pledges

to the people. There was no attempt at
coercion, and by their own statements,
as published, those men give the lie to

. the assertion that there was any at-
tempt to coerce them."
SPECTACLE IS PITIABLE

The spectacle of Johnny Lynch's new
sublieutenants appealing to the public
to protect them from men striving to
keep them from political dishonor
would be funny if it were not pitiable.

The espousal of their cause by Hearst
removes any lingering shadow of doubt
about his r«latfbns with the Herrin
machine and the cause of graft in San
Francisco.

Criminal prosecutions for false
swearing may take the place of the
edifying spectacle of an "appeal to the
grand jury," which Hearst's local or-
gan of doodle deeism promised yester-
day wouldbe made by Johnny Lynch's

subordinate Herrin lickspittles on the
republican county committee.

United States senator from Wisconsin,

and trie only livingmember of Cleve-
land's first cabinet, suffered a cerebral
hemorrhage while asleep at his home
here last night and Is dying. The rup-

ture of the blood vessel is on the right

side of the brain and the entire right
side of the body is paralyzed.

Last evening he played billiards for

several hours with former Congress-

man Burr W. Jones and later retired
in fine spirits and apparently In the
best of.health.

Colonel Vilas attended the funeral
of former President Cleveland and was
much depressed by the death of his old
political friend and associate.

During the last few months Colonel
Vllas had been busy supervising the
erecting .of Wisconsin's new $6,000,-
000 capitol, being the leading spirit
of the state commission of five mem-
bers which has that work in charge.
Owing to the fact that the governor
has been busy with other duties of his
office, and the other members of the
commission reside outside of Madison,
most of the active work of looking
after the big building has fallen on
Colonel Vilas. He is also a member
of the state commission appointed to
erect the $100,000 monument at Vicks-
burg In memory of the Wisconsin sol-
diers taking part in the memorable
siege.
