NEW YORK STOCK MARKET

NEW YORK, July 27.—The reactionary tone which reasserted itself
in the stock market today seemed to be based on technical causes largely.
J-ack of news to afford any other explanation corroborates this. view. The
professional clement came to the conclusion that the strong rally on Saturday
was due to a driving in of the short interest rather than to a resumption of
(accumulation by the large forces which have been back of the market for
several weeks past. An attempt was made to extend this movement early
today. The distribution of buying orders was made to look as though coming
fronr the strong interests which have supported prices for a considerable^
period. The weight of the selling orders on the advance created the suspicion
.that this demonstrative buying was designed to cover efforts to realize.

Prices consequently turned downward. There were some selling orders
.for London account, which aggravated the depression. The London selling

was said to be due to an unfavorable view of the effect on financial affairs
to be looked for from Judge Taft's speech of acceptance of the republican
nomination. Reports were current that abstracts of the speech were pub-
lished today in London.

Where supporting measures have appeared heretofore to absorb stocks
these were lacking today. Last week's heavy distribution of speculative
holdings had proceeded to a degree apparently that left a powerful element

;in the speculation indifferent to the course of prices or activity favoring a
decline to afford favorable opportunity for getting back stocks sold at the
\u25a0advance. General conditions remained unchanged. Very large estimates
of the spring wheat crop and downward course of commodity prices indi-
cated the hopeful view held regarding all the important crops. Copper
cdvanced again here and in London. Railway officials admitted only moderate
improvement in the traffic situation. Iron and steel trade reports were
favorable, but some fears were felt that the quarterly report of the United
States stcei corporation, to be given out tomorrow,|would prove disappoint-
ing. The extent to which the steel shares have risen in the market seems
lo pTomise a good report and speculative holders were disposed to take their
profits rather than risk a disappointment on the publication..

The quick sales of the $18,000,000 Central Pacific bonds by the bankers
•who took them from the railroad company were regarded as removing one
motive for supporting values heretofore existing. The decline was interrupted
several times, but as often renewed.
