W. F. M. WOMEN TO VOTE

Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion Decides in Favor of
\ Little Dealers

WASHINGTON, July 27.—According
to a decision today by the interstate
commerce commission, shippers may
combine small parcels of freight of va-
rious ownership, either by agreement
among themselves or through the me-
dium of a forwarding agency, and ship
the combined lot at the relatively lower
rates applicable to large shipments.

The commission decided in favor of
the smaller shippers upon the ground
that the ownership of the property ten-
dered for shipment can not be made a
test as to the applicability as to car-
riers' rates. The interstate commerce
law forbids

-
discrimination between

shippers, and the fact that one shipper
tenders a "bulked shipment." made up
of property of various ownership, con-
solidated before delivery to the carrier,
will-not justify the carrier In making
a different charge than for a shipment
of a similar character tendered by a
shipper who Is also the owner. : •

The decision of the interstate com-
merce commission today that it would
consider the reasonableness of rates of
notice of increases by the shippers and
prior to their .filingof protests is re-
garded" as of widespread importance.
Following closely upon' the action of
Cincinnati shippers appealing to the
president to induce the commission to
take this course, it is generally be-
lieved here that the suggestion calling
for the statement comes from President
Roosevelt. Chairman Knapp said last
:Saturday that the law contemplated In-
:vestigation of the reasonableness of
rates by tho commission after they
have become effective, but he thought
the commission might decide that the
increase is effective after: notice has
been given by a carrier and before the
new. rate actually goes into effect.- The
commission's statement today takes
that view of its powers.

Just what is to be the status of Sen-
ator Foraker at the opening of the
campaign at Youngstown September 5
Is to be decided by a special committee
of the state executive committee ap-
poiiHed today/ The duty of this com-
mittee is to decide a speakere' pro-
pram, srith particular instructions to

\u25a0 report the inadvisability of invitingthe
senior Ohio senator to make an ad-
dress.
It was Ftated that the committee

trou!<3 consider the Foraker matter: in
t?jroe aspects: Whether to invite him

\u25a0 to speak unconditionally, to invite him
<on condition that he indicate in ad-

vance,the position he is to take, or not
to invite him. No prediction could be
obtained as to which of these courses
\u25a0would tie pursued or as to the probable
"report the committee would make.

The !state central committee settled
the three county contests In favor of

. what is termed the "Simon pure Taft
men."

The joint session of the state cen-
tral committee and executive commit-
tee held in the rooms of the Hotel
Vlntoii was largely attended. In call-
ing the meeting to order State Chair-
man W. F. Brown referred to the reso-

. zation. declaring: that the republicans
of tfie state were in favor of Taft for

\u25a0president and said that the present
Electing was a fruition of that action.

Chairman Williams of the executive
coonmittee followed with an exhortation
to earnest work during the campaign.

July 27.—William J. Bryan
was tonight admitted to the mysteries
of the Knights of Ak Sar Ben, an order
composed of the businessmen of Omaha
and the state of Nebraska. A large
number of Lincoln businessmen came
to Omaha to witness and participate in
the' initiation. Bryan's welcome on his
return to Nebraska from his trip

to

Chicago to meet the democratic lead-
ers -was strictly nonpartisan, but none
the less cordial. Arriving here at 1
o'clock thiS afternoon, he was met by
a committee from the governing body
of the Knights of Ak Sar Ben'and es-
corted to the Omaha club, where lunch-
eon was served.- At 2 o'clock he was
the speaker at a pole raising by the
John A.• Creighton democratic march-
ing club. .At 4 o'clock he was a guest
of Ak Sar Ben directors at dinner at
the Omaha club.

Bryan spoke briefly. He was fol-
lowed by .Congressman G.. M. Hitch-
cock, publisher of the Omaha World-
Herald, Mayor James C. Dahlman and
Victor Rosewater, republican national
committeeman from Nebraska and pro-
prietor of the Omaha Bee,

BACKWARD APPEALS TO BRYAN
The name of the organization of

which he was the guest is the word
Nebraska spelled backward and Bryan

said it appealed especially to him, for
his habitual backwardness had been a
matter of comment. He thanked his
hosts especially for their invitation to
join their order, as it would put him
in touch with the representatives of
the business Interests of the state, de-
claring that he had yet found it diffi-
cult to get within speaking distance
of the businessmen of the country.

Rosewater said that the two greatest
sources of advertising for Nebraska in
recent years had been the distinguished
guest of the day and the organization
which was entertaining him.

Very entertaining
are the many features of the Initiation,
including a "battleship trip around the
world" for the candidates. By gracious
permission of his majesty Bryan chose
as his substitute for active participa-
tion in these rites Charles A. Cotterell
of the Washington office of the Associ-
ated Press, and when the initiation was
complete the latter expressed the opin-
ion that "he got all that was coming"
to his distinguished principal.

After the ceremonies Bryan made a
brief speech, addressing his hearers as
his friends and neighbors and omitting
political reference.

Jeff Mcllvalne, one of the members of

"We would have to build about 207
miles to Ely, New, where we would
make connection with the Western Pa-
!cific," replied Ryan. \u25a0\u25a0.

"Wasn't the road built for this pur-
pose?" followed Mcllvaine.
"Idon't know about that, but Iwill

say that If the connection was made
and the route used by the Western Pa-
Icific it would be the salvation of the
road," answered Ryan.

SECOND ELECTION WILL
DECIDE SUNDAY CLOSING

Reported Secret Caucus of City
Council Will Call for
., Another Ballot ,S:;V4.

STOCKTON, July 27.—Notwithstand-

ing the great public indignation meet-
ing held late yesterday afternoon, it
Is reported that at a secret caucus
today the city council declared its in-
tention to hold a second special election
on the ißsue of Sunday closing, as urged
by a petition filed and signed only by
the 102 saloonmen of Stockton. The
council argues that the first election
was held at .the request of the .re-
formers and that now.it is only fair
to call a second -election at the request
of the saloonmen. The flght is un-
usually bitter. The saloonmen and, in
fact, many of the more '

prominent
businessmen declare that if.the election
is granted the ordinance--' restricting i
saloons will be repealed .by a large
majority.

J. A. Walles, who spoke at the in-dignation meeting, laid emphasis upon
the fact that a great many people are
bow siway on their vacations and pro-
tested against the holding of an elec-
tion that would be decided not*by;the
home makers of Stockton but by a
noating population. ; ,

Calling attention to the fact that the
petition for another election had- notbeen signed by any. businessmen out-
side, of the saloon keepers .themselves,
he declared the new movement was not
Inspired by regard for.the welfare of
the city, but was purely a selfish propo-
sition to add to the revenue of the
saloon keepers at the" expense of the
other lines of business. -. ..'.•- ,

JUDGE LANDIS TO
FACE $50,000 SUIT

Army Captain, Sent to Federal
Penitentiary, Alleges Writ

of Error Was Ignored

Suit to Be Aftermath of Fight

'-'Between Judge Grosscup

and Accused Jurist

Judge Kenesaw

M. Landis of the United States district
court probably willbe sued next week
for $50,000 damages for false imprison-
ment. The suit is to be instituted by
Daniel F. Keller, formerly a captain
in the United States army, who was
sent to the federal penitentiary at Fort
Leavenworth last Saturday by Judge
Landis to serve a two years* sentence
for stealing government checks.

The legal proceedings against the
judge willcome as an aftermath of the
long. and bitter feud between Landis
and Judge Peter S. Grosscup. Attor-
neys W. A. Adams and William Yeat-
man, representing Keller, allege that
Judge Landis issued a mittimus com-
mitting the army captain to the peni-
tentiary at Fort Leavenworth in the
face of writs of supersedeas and error
which had been issued by Judge Gross-
cup.
.: Applications for a writof habeas cor-
pus will be made by Attorneys Adams
and Yeatman tomorrow, and in all
probability Captain Keller will be
taken from the prison at Fort Leaven-
worth and brought back to Chicago the
last of the week.

For some time Judge Landis and
Judge Grosscup have not been on
speaking terms, and the breach became
wider when Judge Grosscup wrote the
decision for the court of appeals re-
versing the $29,240,000 fine imposed by
Judge Landis on the Standard oil com-
pany.
