OAKLAND, July 28.—The baseball

Park Commission Appropriates
$5,000 to Start Stadium
Amphitheater

The park commissioners voted $5,000
vesterday for the immedlate construe-
tion of a section of the proposed grand-
stand at the stadium, which when com-

{pleted will entirely circle the athletic
jamphitheater and provide seats for
150,000 spectators. The plans were
drawn by Reid Brothers, the service
being offered gratuitously. The work
of construction will be directed by
Commissioner Kirkpatrick.

The section immediately to be built
is sltuated on thé northern flank of
the stadium toward the west. It is
hoped that as more funds are received,
by donation or otherwise, the grand-
stands can be completed as speedily
as possible. The speed track, on the
outer rim of which the sloping seats
are to be constructed, is three-quarters
of a mile long. No estimate of the
complete cost has been made by the
commissioners. The grandstands will
be of reinforced concrete with archi-
tectural embelllshments suited to the
beauty of the surroundings. Entrances
and exits will be plentifully provided,
and if occasion arises it will be possible
to place an additional 100,000 persons
in the center of the amphithenter,
giving all a good view of the bicycle,
cinder and speed tracks. So when the
work is entirely done, no less than
250,000 persons will be able to gather
within the stadium, making it one of
the most magnificent gathering places
in the world. .

An appegd will be made by the com-
mission to indiyidual -citizens to join
in the building of this vast project.
Single sections built by public spirited
men will be named after the donors.
How long it will take to completely
inclose the stadium the gommissioners
will not venture to predfet.
