More than 100 fight fans of this city
who take an interest in the doings of
Thomas journeyed to San Rafael yester-
day to take a peek at Joe, and see for
themselves if he was showing any im-
provement over his past form. Every-
body who looked at Thomas as he went
through his stunts came away very fa-
vorably impressed with his style, for
he looked a far more formidable boxer
than on any of the three occasions when
he faced Stanley Ketchel in the ring
during a year, =

Though he will be on the short end
when he meets the middle weight cham-
pion at the Coliseum a week from to-
morrow night, Thomas will have many
backers who concede him a chance with
the Montana lion, for the reason that
he is not making weight this time. He
certainly has the appearance of a strong,
young heavy weight, but just how much
of the old gaff he can stand for remains
to be seen.

Thomas now touches the scales at 176
pounds, so this means that he will en-
ter the ring weighing about 180, fully

20 pounds more than he has ever fought
at his life. He is a legitimate heavy
weight at the present time d can

never hope to take off flesh again.

Thomas boxed 10 fast rounds with
Walter Stanton, George Murray and
Charley Miller, all big, rugged fellows.
He gave and took with them and was
willing to set any kind of a pace. His
wind seemed good and he boxed nicely,
so all he needs is endurance to make a
great showing against Ketchel, and he
claims to have plenty of this to rely
upon.

After a layoff of about 10 days,
Ketchel will be back at the training
grind at the baseball park bright and
early this morning. The rest which he
enjoyed did him a lot of good and pre-
vented him from growing stale for the
coming engagement. He will have his
usual retinue of trainers on his staff,
headed by Billy Rogers. Ketchel fig-
ures }o fight at about 170 pounds.

GANS LOOKS BETTER

Ben Selig, Joe Gans' manager, re-
turned from Lake county yesterday
afternoon, after spending a couple of
days with the once great old master.
According to Selig, Gans is looking
better than he has for the last 10 yvears
and will enter the ring against Nelson
on Admission day a new man, full of
all his old time vigor and in shape to 8o
50 rounds if necessary.

NAPA, Aug, 9.—The combined porta-
ble rock crusher, traction engine and

lautomobilists and farmers since it be-

| The new machi already has com-
pleted the macadafizing of about two

The machine, which is the first of its
kind to be tried in the northern part
of the state, is being tested by the su-
pervisors.

Army Officers Expect General
Frederick Dent Grant Will
Secure the Post

The mmand of the department of
Califorfia, the most important military
division of the United States army, will
pass out of the hands of General Fred-
erick Funston at 9 o’clock this morning
and in the control of Colonel Marion P.
Maus, commanding officer of the Twen-
ty-second infantry, late of the Presidio
at Monterey.

Colonel Maus will be in sole charge of
4,000 men and a chain of coast defense
extending at intervals along the Cali-
fornia seaboard, at least until General
Funston’s successor is named.

As Colonel Maus should, in the regu-
lar army routine, be appointed a briga-
dier general this summer, he may be
permanently retained in the command,
but in army circles it is expected that
Major General Frederick Dent Grant,
who stands next to General Wood on
the army list, will secure this impbr-
tant post.

General Funston will leave
morning for the school of instruction
for officers at Fort Leavenworth, Kan.
Hjs family will remain here for the
present.

Colonel Maus has had a hand In about
every fight of any consequence by
American troops since he graduated
from West Point in 1874. He served
as a Junior officer in the wild Indian
fighting days of the '70's and took part
in the campaigns which ended in the
death of Sitting Bull and the capture
of Joseph. He was with General Miles
in Cuba and Porto Rico in the Spanish-
American war, and in April, 1904, led an
independent command against the Mo-
ros in the Taraca campaign.

Colonel J. W. Duncan, who has bean
General Funston’s chief of staff,’ will
g0 to Washington in charge of the
newly organized school of the depart-
ment of infantry. Colonel W. J. Simp-
son, adjutant general, will be acting
chief of staff,
