Some contractors may hold that
they have the right to employ whom
they please when doing

work for:the

municipality. Employes of contrac-
tor*performing work for the city may
be of the opinion that they are work-
ing f»r the contractor and not the city,

but Ithink the charter is clear and
that these men would be employes of
the city and county and must be rcsl-
ients thereof-***

This section provides that all em-
ployes of the city and county must
be "citizens of the United States and
during" their terms of .employment
raust be residents of the city. The
same notic* must be complied with by
ail bidders for tae contracts of repay-
ing of Montgomery street and for the
reconstruction of three new flrehouses.

Only citizens of the United States
who are residents of San Francisco are
to be employed by the city $a' perform-
ing the work to be done with the
money that is received from the sale
of municipal bonds. Such aa order
was made yesterday, when the board
of public works instructed City Archi-
tect Tharp, who is preparing specifica-
tions for the new Infirmary, on the
Almshouse tract, to insert in all adver-
tisements for bids, section 2 of article
16 of the charter. .-

the winner of the sixth heat and thers.ee he went back to his stall fresher j
then any horse In the.race.
