The findings of this
board are now In the hands of the
president fo» executive action, an-
nouncement'of'which is awaited with
the utmost interest by Lieutenant Haz-
zard's army 'friends. It is their,hope
and belief that the outcome of the re-
tiringboard's inquiry willshow clearly
that Lieutenant liazzard's mental con-
dition is and for some time has been
such that he cannot be held responsible
for the eccentricities lately charged
against him." »

In his. long and arduous service-dur-
ing the Philippine insurrection and
with the Pekln

relief expedition

Hazzard underwent hardships enough
to disturb any man's mental .balance.
The culmination of his experiences was
as a member of the famous~«xpedition
under General Funston which effected
the capture of Aguinaldo. After that
exploit, with its -extraordinary priva-

tions and fatigue. Lieutenant Hazzard
pultfred a complete mental breakdown,
according to the judgment of the mili-
tary and civilian experts in' alienism
who have studied his case and testified
brfore the retiring board.

One of the important witnesses in the
cace of the brilliant but unfortunate
officer was his brother. Lieutenant O. P.
M Hazzard, S«cond cavalry, who is well
and widely known in California, He
returned with Captain Smith and is now
ihSan Francisco awaiting the final ver-
dict as to his brother.
