PROHIBITION PARTY
NAMES CANDIDATES

Colonel John McAnerny of New York,
formerly of Alabama and a. colonel in
the Confederate army, who was a dem-
ocratic delegate 'at large from the
state of New Jersey in ISSS, today gave
out an interview here declaring that in
the coming campaign he would support
Judge Taft.

"Any proposition as to the amount
of the tax that should be assessed as
basod on the present rate of loss, is on
en erroneous basis.fas the danger of
loss of deposits is increased vastly by
the proposed system, so that the per-
ccntxge of the tax would have to be
vastly increased."
