SAN JOSE, Sept. 1.—A giant catapult
formed by tightly stretched telephone
wires strung from two‘'poles on either
side ‘of a hill to a center pole on top of
the hill today hurled Frank Doyle, an
employe of the Paclfic States telephone
company, to his death down the moun-
tain side near the Grand View house,
on the Mount Hamflton road.

The thtee poles were out of Hne, and
Doyle intended to set the center pele
30 feet farther down the hill and in line
with ¢he other two poles. He climbed
the center pole, which was supported
in position by a guy wire stretched to a
small post driven farther up the moun-
tainside. He loosed the catapult by eut-
ting this guy wire with his plyers. The
great downward and outward -strain
exerted by the other wires caused the
center pole to snap at the base, and
the whole shot forward with the speed
of a bullet. The man clung tothe pole
for & moment and then Was thrown off,
alighting on his head fully 70 feet down
the mountainside. His skulkwas frac-
tured and he lived but a few minutes.
