NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—An unusual thing about the current upward

movement in prices in the stock market is the freedom with which admis-
sions are heard of the part played by professionalism. Admonitions to this
effect are common to most of the market letters and advices sent out by

commission houses to their clients or prepared for general public circulation.
Acombination of very wealthy capitalists is given credit for the summer

rise in prices, and there is no disguising the belief in the large part played
by manipulation in the advance. Even Mr. Harriman himself,, while assert-
ing his faith in the value of his properties as reflected in the advancing quo-
tations, has given public expression to his conviction that much of the mar-
ket activity in shares represents sales "made in a circle."

JDay to day sales between professional traders may, in fact, make up

ihe largest part of seeming activity in market transactions, and it is clear
that so long as the latest buyers are willing to take the stocks from the latest

fellers at an advance in price the succession of paper profits will continue.
Mr. Harriman's prediction might apply to such dealings, which are not un-

usual in a period of speculative excitement, until the same universal dispo-

sition to sell and realize profits in cash changes the complexion of affairs.
The description would also apply to transactions on "matched orders" or
even to "wash sales," which are frowned upon by the rules of the stock
exchange, but which have been disclosed as part of the methods brought out
bj- investigation of firms which have fallen into disgrace.

There xvas little news today, as usual, to explain the upward movements
of stocks. Both Union Pacific and Southern Pacific reported earnings for
July and showed operating costs cut down sufficiently to more than over-
come the decline in gross earnings and to establish gains over July of
last year. The rate of the decline in gross earnings, however, was nearly as
great as for June, and the improvement in the net return bore no proportion
to the advance which has taken place in the price of the shares. The West-
ern Union statement of earnings for the September quarter had some effect
on sentiment with its transformation of a deficit last year of $1,961,581 into
a surplus this year of $769,148. But last year's operations of the company
ivere hampered by the telegraphers' strike, leaving the comparison no.value
as a reflection of business conditions in general. The day's crop news did
not quiet the feelings of anxiety over the corn crop. Copper was lower in
London. The day's changes in the money market were not perceptible in the
quotations. The rise in discounts in foreign exchange here compels some
attention and has revived discussion of the possibility of gold exports again.
The requirement is supposed to be for large forthcoming government loans
abroad. Sales to realize profits had some slight effect in reducing the day's
extreme advances.

Bonds were firm. Total sales, par value, $4,896,000. United States bonds
were unchanged on call.
