Ten Mile Wind Necessitates
Great Skill by Aeronaut,
Who Keeps Control

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10.—Orville
Wright today broke the world's record
which he established yesterday for
time and distance for a heaviér than
#ir flying machine. In a flight requir-
ing great skill on account of a 10 mile
mind, he circled around the drill
grounds at Fort Myer 58 times in 65
minutes and 52 seconds, exceedng the
time of yesterday's record flight by
three minutes and 37 &econds. The
flight was witnessed by nearly 1,000
persons.

Wright did not arrive at the field un-
til after 4 o'clock, as the weather was
thréatening. The machine was wheeled
across the field on the. 'defachable
wheels and placed on the starting
track. At 5 o'clock Wright announced
that hé was ready.

The wind was blowing only about
thred miles an hour when Wright pre-
pared to take his flight. The mounted
soldierg who keep the field clear during
the flighte took their places and Wright
started the motor.

MACHINE FACES WIND

At 5:06 Wright signaled C. E. Taylor,
his mechanician, to release the machine.
The aeroplane rose from the ground
almost inimediately after leaving the
single starting rail. It continued to
climb higher with each .successive
round of the_field,~until it reached an
altitude of 75 teét,

For the firs{ 30 rounds the machine
flew as smoothly as oh its previous
fiights, but from that time on it was
seen to pitch at the turns a8 the
breeze from tlre west struck\it., -As the
machine moved from the northern end
of the fleld to the southeérn end, where
the aero garage for storing the dero-
plane is located, Wright kept it sev-
eral points in the wind.

Whenever the machine pitched it
could be plainly seen from below that
it responded promptiy to every move
of the levers, One of Wright's assist-
ants marked the time in large figures
at Intervald on the roof of a shed in
order that Wright might sée how long
he had béen in the air.

A gust of wind
struck the aerial flyer during the
forty-second round and it plunged
sharply, causing the crowd te exclaim
in amarm. Wright then brought his
machine lower, but on the fifty-third
round he had reached an altitude of
200 feetf.

Railroad Act Unconsti-
tational

Coal Lines Win Suit Against
Enforcement of Interstate
‘Measure

—

PHILADEX,{HIA, Sept. 10.—Declaring
it to be drdstic, harsh and unreasona-
ble and an invasion of the rights of
the states ang -therefore repugnant to
the constitution, the United States cir-
cuit court for the eastern district of
Pennsylvania today dismissed the suits
of the federal government to enforce
the commodities clause of the Hepburn

rajlroad act against the anthracite
coal carriers of this - state. Judges
George Gray and George H. Dallas

filed opinions dismissing the suits and
Judge Joseph Buffington -dissented,
but did not file an opinion.

The commodities clause prohibits rail-
road ecompanies from transporting in
interstate commerce any article or
commodity manufactured, mined or pro-
duced by thém or undér their authority.
Phe case was argued in June, Unlte?
States Attorney General Bonaparte de
livering the principal argument for the
government. The effect of the com-
modities clause, if constitutional, would
be to confine the mining of anthra-
cite-.coal by the railroads for use in
Pennsylvania only, and compel the rail-
roads to sell all the mining property
they are interested in, either directly
or indirectly.

WILL APPEAL CASE

It i8 almost certain that the case will
be appealed directly to the United
State® supreme court.

The principal opinion was written by
Judge Gray, who, as president of the
anthracite strike commission, has an
intimaté knowledge of the mining of
hard coal and of the many ramifications
in the ownership of the coal mines.
Judge Dallas said in his opinion that it
can not be denled that the commodities
clause was enacted “not actually for
the regulation of intgrstate commerce,
but really to coerge the conformity of
interstate. business with'a ‘policy’ ap-
proved by congress.”

Judge Gray, in his opinion, discussed
at greéat length the limitations put upon
congress by the constitution and con-
cluded as follows:

“Froth every point of view which we
have been ‘able to approach the ques-
tion, the unreasbnableness and conse-
quent invalidity of this so called ‘com-
modities clause’ is apparent. It in-
vades the rights of the state by strik-
ing down the liberty hitherto innocent-
ly enjoyed by its cltizens under the
laws and usages of the commonwealth,
torengage in interstate commerce to
the 'fullest extent as to all harmless
articles, whether owned or not owned
by the carrier, and deprives of their
property the dafendants, contrary to
the letter and spirit of the fifth amend-
ment 0 the constitution. TIf the enact-
ment in question be warranted by the
commerce clause of the constitution it
is hard to see what bounds may be set
to the exercise of that power.

Convicts Who Witnessed Shoot:
ing of Prisoner Say Killing
: ‘Was Unnecessary

At No Time Was There Daxiger
of a Break and Dead Man

SACRAMENTO, Sept: 10.—Although
the coroner’s jury in the case of the
convict Mark Barrett, who was shot and
killed at the Folsom prison yesterday
by  Guard Fleckénstein, brought in a|
verdict exonorating the guard from
all blame, a clese investigation into the
facts surrounding the shooting indicate
that if strict discipline had been main-
tained by Warden Reilly at.the prison
the killing would never have occurred.

Barrett had engaged in a quarrél
with an aged convict while they were
working together in the sand pit. Guard
Anderson was stationed 15 feet away
from the pit. He is said to have talked
to the prisoners to stop their fighting
and report to their captain’'s office.
Guard Clarkeé, who was stationed across
the river, heard the noise. He was
some distance from his rifle, and, fear-
ing that it might be a break, ran to
pick up his weapon. In his excitement
he.fell and the gun was accidentally
discharged. Fortunately the bullet hit no
one, although it is-said te have struck
in the midst of the Band pit gang. The
shot from Clarke's rifle was followed
by one from Anderson's gun. Anderson
said he only shot to frighten the pris-
oners. Clarke fired a second time, de-
claring he, too, aimed to miss.

Great exciteament prevailed among the
guards, and they were apparently more
frightened than the prisoners. In the
meantime the fight between Miller and
Barrett continued. Milléer ran up the
embankment, closély followed by Bar-
rett, and Guard Fleckenstein took de-
liberate al t him and fired. - Barrett
fell dead, the bullet striking him in
the Pack of the head. Fleckenstein tes-
tified at the coroner’'s inquest that he
almed to hit the c¢onvict between the]
shoulders. He alsé said that Barrett
was on top of Miller when the shet was
fired, Several convicts who witneased
the tragedy denied this. They declared
Barrett was nowheré near Miller when
he was shot.

Other convicts: testifled  that the
guards did not, previous to the shoot-l

ing, call to the men to stop fighting and
feport to the captain's’ office. The
affair has created mueh . talk, many
persons belleving that there was no
justification for the shooting. The men
were unarmed and it is believed that
the fight could have been stopped with-
out the cost of a life. Miller's life, it
is said, was by no means in danger at

any time during the quarrel. If proper
