leave Cincinnati about October 1, but
the day of departure has not been fixed
definitely. The first week willbe given
over to the middle west and after that
he may go fo the lntermountain coun-
try. The last week of the campaign,
acording to the present intentions of
his campaign managers, will be spent
by Taft in Xew York and other east- ,
crn states.

The success at-

tending the eucharietic congress

reached its clima? tonight when some
10,000 Catholics received the blessing
at the hand of the legate.

The reception was a most brilliant
affair, the hall presenting an ani-
mated appearance. There were no
speeches, but the organist played se-
lections throughout the function.. Among those with Cardinal Van Xu-
telll on the platform were Archbishop
Bourne, the primate of Spain; Cardi-
nals Gibbons, Logue and other distin-
guished prelates.

The Protestant alliance, continuing
its opposition to the appearance of the
host in the procession to be held in
this city next Sunday In connection
with the Eucharistic congress, today
telegraphed an appeal to tho home sec-
retary to prevent the carrying of the
host and the wearing of vestments on
this occasion. The appeal says:

"The protestant feeling in London
p.nd the provinces, as you doubtless are
aware, has increased enormously since
Tuesday and the country is now look-
ing to you to prevent the law ,of the
land from being broken."

The appeal concludes with these
words:

"Any other course will involve grave
danger to the public safety. If riot
a^id disorder should result the respon-
sibility will rest with the home office,
which has had ample warning of the
stale of feeling in London."

Some sensation has been caused here
by the publication of a letter received
by the secretary of the alliance and
signed by a man representing himself
as secretary of the Catholic national.nnti-bigotry society, in which the lead-
ingmembers of the alliance are threat-
ened with death if the procession is
interfered with. The writer is sup-
posed to be a crank.

VORYS TO PLAN TRIP

DEBS ARRAIGNS
THE OLD PARTIESWAGONER REPLIES

TO HIS ACCUSERS

BERLIN, Sept. 11.—The announce-
ment that there have been 19 deaths
from Asiatic cholera in St. Petersburg
has caused a -disagreeable shock
throughout eastern Prussia and in Ber-
lin, which* is within? four hours'
train journey of the Russian border.
The news brought out a disquieting
declaration* to the public from the
Prussian ministry of health.in which it
was said 'that every arrangement had
been made for dealing with thejdiolera
should it cross the German frontier.

The municipality has placed $21,500
at the Immediate disposal of the sani-
tary commission with which to fight the
disease. The . commission has opened
six vaccination stations. But vaccina-
tion is unpopular and only 150 persons
have submitted thereto.

This city has jumped to first place
among the cholera infested centers in
Russia. The disease lias gained a foot-
hold in all quarters of the city. There
had been 16 new cases and three deaths
up to noon today. This gives a total of
68 cases for three days.

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. ll.^Anoffi-
cial statement of the cholera situation
in St. Petersburg shows that today
there were 58 new cases and -eight
deaths from the disease and there are
107 patients In hospitals. . i

WASHINGTON. Sept. 11.—In his an-
nual report to the war department*
General Frederick Funston, as com-
mander of the department of California,
expressed the hope that the war de-
partment would succeed in its efforts
to obtain an additional number of af-
fscers to take the place of those on de-
tached duty from their organizations.
He adds that this is a vital question,
affecting greatly the efficiency of thearmy. General Funbton said:
