RULES GOVERNING
_MOTOR CAR TEST

New York Automobile Trade
" Association Defines a
Stock Vehicle

Programed Classification = As
Designed to Be Used in
Future Events

By R. R. 'Hommedieu

The efliciency motor car test under
the auspices of the New York automo-
bile trade assoclation in that city
Wednesday and Thursday is open only
to stock cars. The rules governing the
event are of more than usual interest
to San Franciscans, inasmuch as they
define a stock car accurately. Stock
cars must be fully equipped with bodies
and seats, such \as are shown iw the
makers’ catalogues. No car will be
completely equipped unless. it appears

as . catalogued or in advanced sheets,
except top end glass front. Chassis
must all carry stock touring or run-

about bodies complete, including regu-
lar tonneau or rear seats, fenders, steps,
running beards, lamps, horn, mats and
so forth. Extra tires may be carried,
but no extra parts of the car or its
mechanism, tools excepted, and no re-
pairs or replacements of parts will be
allowed except to the ignition system
and {ts pants, though thevdriver and
mechanic may make other mechanical
roadside adjustments. Tire repairs and
parts may be furnished by and carried
on tire makers' supply cars, and tire
makers’ helpers may fit tires wholly or
in part, but tire makers' cars must be
regularly entered in the run ‘in order
to participate, as no cars of any kind
will be permitted to participate unless
regularly entered and numbered.

Before starting the entrants will be
required to present their cars to the
technical committee for examination, to
determine whether or not the condi-
tions have been complied with. The
cars will be examined again by the
committee at the end of the run. Where
the car is driven with magneto, for
which an extra charge is made, the
amount will be added to the price of
the car at the time of entry. Any man-
ufacturer or agent entering a stock
machine must agree to sell it at the en-
tered price, and imported cars must be
entered at their selling price in this
country.

A liberal nme schedule and time limit
will be provided to suit the different
classes and powers, but time '9st for
tire repairs,will be allowed. Open con-
trols and checking stations will be

observe and report any infraction of
the rules.

The classification will be as follows:
Class A, open to all cars selling at $850
and under; class B, open to all cars sell-
ing for $851 to $1,250; class C, open to
all cars selling for $1,2561 to $2,000;
class D, open to all cars selling for
$2,001 to $3,000; class E, open to all cars
selling for $3,001 to'$4,000; class F, open
to all cars selling for $4,001 and over;
class G, open to taximeter ¢abs carry-
ing two passengers and & driver.

All entries in these classes will be
further subdivided by their passenger
carrying and load capacity; for in-
stance, small runabouts carrying two
passengers, small runabouts carrying
three passengers, small runabouts car-
rying four passengers, touring cars
carrying five passengers, touring cars
carrying seven passengers, touring run-
abouts carrying two passengers, tour-
ing runabouts carrying three passen-
gers, touring runabouts carrying four
passengers. Framed certificates will be
awarded each successful trade entrant,
with bronze medals for the winning
drivers in each class,
