Another claim made by tbe Valencia theater
management is that Belanco & Mayer can not
do Justice to "Tbe Devil" on the small stage
of the Novelty. This assertion Is mft by the
statement that the stage of the Jn'ovelty Is
larger than the stage of the Belasco theater.
New York, where the Harrison Grey Flske pro-
duction of "Tb£ Devil" is now running.

Belasco A. Mayer say that they had the man-
uscript of tbe only authorized version of "The
Devil" Jn almost a month ago, but were pre-
vented producing the play at the Alcazar by the
engagement of David Warfleld. Their intention
was to open their regular stock season nest
month with "The Devil." but when they
learned that another version of the Hungarian
drama was to be presented In tbe Valencia
theatt-r they Immediately put their version into
rehearsal. leased tbe Novelty theater and other-
wise arranged to protect their own interests
and give tbc people of San Francisco a produc-
tion of the reigning New York sensation that
shall be complete In every detail.

One of them is to the effect that the Valencia
theater is exclusively authorized to present the
Harrison Grey Fl^ke Tcrsion of the Molnar play.
To prove that snch a claim i(< presumptuous.
Belasoo & Mayer are ready to wapr $l.<*oo that
th«* Valencia theater possesses no such rijrtit.
It is also alleged by th« Valencia theater

directorate that the Bclarcn & Mayer produc-
tion of "The Devil" must necessarily be "hur-
ried.'' while the Valencia theater company have
ample time to study and rehearse the. play. In
refutation of that statement Belasco & Mayer
declare that their company lias had the mann-
si.-ript of the play in hand ever since the TVar-
fleld season opened at the Al<-atar, and have had
nothing else to do than perfect themselves in
the parts. Moreover, robearKalu have been held
dully on the Alcaznr stage during all that time,
while the Alcazar's corps of scenic artists and
mechanics have been preparing the scenery for
"The Devil." On the .other hand. Belasco &
Mayer affirm the Valencia theater people could
not possibly give the play adequate preparatory
study. Inasmuch as they have had to study and
rehearse "The Conquerors" for presentation next
week. Therefore a public comparison of the
two productions of "The Devil" is cheerfully
invited by Belasco & Mayer.

In * published communication the manage-
ment of the Valencia theater more than insin-
uates that Belasco & Mayer bare no rljrht to
produce "The Devil" In San Francisco, and In
support of that contention some rather absurd
claims are eet forth.
