NEW YORK, Sept. 25.—Detectives
from police headquarters appeared in
the A. O. Brown & Co. case today, giv-
ing it a sensational turn, when they
arrested five members of the failed
stock exchange firm as they emerged
from the Federal building, where a
hearing into the affairs of the firm has
been going on for some days. The
charge against them was grand larceny,
preferred by a former client of the
firm, Miss Helen S. Abernathy of this
city, who alleges the loss at their
hands of 45 shares of stock valued at
$1,784, on or about August 27 last.

The men arrested were A. O. Brown,
Samuel C. Brown, Edward ¥, Buchanan,
Lewis G. Young and W. Rhea Whit-
man. They were all bailed out in
$2,000 each and at the same time bail
was furnished for G. Lee Stout, the
sixth person mentioned in the com-
plaint.

A strenuous effort was made to save
the brokers the experience of being
photographed, measured and otherwise
examined for the police record, but to
no avail.

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INTERURBAN LINE
15 NOW CERTAINTY

Surveyors Will Begfn Work on
Electric Road From Stock-
ton to Modesto

ni —

SPECIAL DISPATCH TO THE CALL

STOCKTON, Sept. 26.—Surveyors will
start to work next week making the
preliminary Ilines for the actual lay-
ing of the roadbed for the interurban
electric line between Stockton and Mo-
desto. The road will be 30 miles long
and will pass through the most pro-
ductive and thickly settled part of
south San.Joaquin county. The route
will have among its stations French
Camp, Mantec‘ and Ripon, the prin-
cipal towns of that district. 7The line
starts from the water front.

The sum of $500,000 has been sub-
scribed by ' eastern capitalists and
$100,000 has been subscribed by local
people. Harry E. Teter and Morris L.
Brackett came out from the east to
Investigate the proposition last May.
They Treturned shortly thereafter and
are now in Stockton prepared to go
ahead with the construction of the
road. The right of way was secured
by the South San Joaquin improvement
club some time ago and it was an-
nounced that the first company that
could finance the road could have the
right of way gratis. The interests rep-
resented by Mr. Brackett, having put
up the money for the construction of
the road, were gliven deeds to the right
of way and the interurban is now as-
sured.

MAY POSTPONE THE
FLEET RECEPTION

MANILA, Sept, 26.—The effect of Sec-
retary of the Navy Metcalf's order that

in view of the presence of cholera in
Manila no shore leave was to be
granted or visitors from shore allowed
on the battleships when the Atlantic
fleet arrived here has been largely
discounted by the realization yesterday
that it would be impossible to cleanse
the city before the arrival of the fleet
about October 1. People fully realize
the necessities of the situation, but
they are bitterly disappointed at the
outcome.

Thousands of dollars have been spent
in preparation for® the reception and
entertainment of the officers and men.
The decorations have been practically
completed. A score of arches have been
erected and thousands of electrie lights
have been strung for the illumination
of the city. A program, elaborate and
novel, which represents four months’
work, has been arranged.

The majority o6f the sentiment now
favors a month's postponement of the
program, or until the return of the
fleet: from Japan. That will probably
be the decision of the conference which
Governor General Smith has called to
meet later today.

The only criticism heard of Secre
tary Metcalf's order is his inclusion o}
officers in the embargo against land-
ing. It is pointed out that they run
no danger, providing they exercise or-
dinary care in what they eat and drink.
The cholera has not affected the ordi-
nary avocations or routine of the city.
For the 24 hours enc'ng at 8 olclock
this morning 42 cases and 6 deaths are
reported. This number includes many
suspected cases. The small number of
deaths shows that many cases gath-
ered into the dragnet are not true
cholera.

torney. The present wife, Eulah Coats,
Wednesday put in her claim for $750 a
month temporary alimony.

Yesterday it was the turn of the
former wife, Ida B. Coats. On what are
claimed by her attorneys to have been
altogether insufficient grounds Coats in
1906, at Los Angeles, secured the an-
nulment of his marrtage with her,
after living with her 18 years. She,is
now suing for one-half his property,
his possessions, according to her, ex-
ceeding $100,000.

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BAPTIST PREACHERS
FLAY DIVORCE EVIL

Characterized as ‘“Progressive
Polygamy” in Resolution
Adopted by Churchmen

Association Urges Ministers to
Refrain From Marrying
Divorced People

OAKLAND, Sept. 25.—The San Fran-
clsco Baptist assogiation, composed of
pastors and lay delegates from the
Baptist churches of the bay cities, has
gone on,record as opposed to divorce,
except upon scriptural grounds, and
has adopted a resolution urging Bap-
tist clergymen to refrain from marry-
ing persons who have been divorced
for any cause other than that which
holds authority in the bible.

Protest was made against the loose-
ness of the divorce laws of the state,
which, the association declares, created
a condition of “progressive polygamy,”

The author of the attack upon the
.divorce evil was Rev. J. B. Travis, pas-
tor of Bethel Baptist church of San
Francisce. His resolution was as fol-
lows:

Believing that the home !s ordained of God,
and believing further that any agency tending
toward its overthrow Is yicious and to be op-
posed, we hereby protest against the immoral,
indecent and unholy ease with which the mar-
riage tie is dissolved in this state, virtually
creating a condition, iu mapy instances, of pro-
gressive polygamy.

And further, we hereby unite our influence
with that of efery institution seeking to restrict
the 1issuance of diverce to strictly scriptural
grounds. calling upon our pastors not to officlate
at the fasle marriage of divorced persons.

Following the presentation of the
resolution at the closing sesslon of the
dssociation at the Tenth Avenue Bap-
tist church discusgion was had, the
sentiment being unanirhous in favor of
the drastiec action. The resolution de-
clares that a Baptist clergyman should
not officiate at the marriage of any
divorced person, but it is taken to ex-
clude one who has obtained a legal
separation on“scriptural grounds,” this
being recognized in the resolution. Rev.
Mr. Travis is vice moderator eof the
association. .

SAYS THAW MUST
60 T0 PITTSBURG

PITTSBURG, Sept. 25.—An order of
the federal court at Scranton adjudg-
ing Harry Thaw in contempt was filed
in the federal court here today.

ALBANY, N. Y., Sept. 26.—The state
authorities are to make a determined
effort to prevent Harry Thaw being
taken outside the state in bankruptey
proceedings. . Following the erder of
Judge Archbald of Scranton today ad-
judging Thaw Iin contempt of ceurt
and directing that he be apprehended
and taken to Pittsburg by a Unlted
States marshal, the state commission
in lunacy took up the matter with the
state prison commission and ‘it was

decided to ask Attorney General Jack- |

son to make application before Supreme
Court Justice Isaac M. Mills, at White
Plains, tomorrow for an order re-
manding Thaw from the custedy of
the sheriff of Westchester county to
the authorities of the Matteawan state

hospital.
Thaw is in the jail at White Plains
pending the outcome of Ilitigation

brought to secure his release from the
state hospital on the ground that he
is now sane. The application for
Thaw's return to Matteawan will be
based on that section of the state “in-
sanity law which declares that a dan-
gerous person shall not be confined
in any other place than a state hosg-
pital or duly licensed Iinstitution for
the insane for a period of longer than
10 ‘days unless it shall happen that
there is no other place suitable for his
confinement.

WEEK’'S BANK CLEARINGS
SHOW SMALL DECREASE

California Promotion Commit-
tee Reports Slight Drop in
Totals for Week

The California Promotion commit-
tee's weekly report of bank clearings
shows that with the exception of San
Jose the reporting cities have smaller
clearings than.they had a week ago.
For the K week ending Thursday noon
the San Francisco banks cleared $34,-
523,754.07, a decrease of 18 per cent
from the same week a year ago. Los
Angeles clearings fell off 6§ per cent,
belng $9,661,190. Oakland’s clearings
were $1,614,487, against $2,6834,451 a

ago.

BARRED BY UNION

Charge That They Are Counter-
feit Organizations Is the
Reagon Given

SAN JOSE, Sept, 25.—That the plans
of the Santa Clara county humane so-
ciety in the matter of erganizing s per-

manent central society teo which all
the organizations in the state shall be
subordinate will be carried out im full
was shown at today's session of the
convention, held in the Congregational
chureh. The entire morning session
was given over to the transaction eof
business and the prineipal topic of dis-
cussion was the report of the come
mittee on erganization.

It recommended that a state soclety
be incorporated under the name of
the State Humane Association of Call-
fernia, the purpose of which shall be
the prevention of crueity, the enforce~
ment of national and state human
laws, to ald and encourage the organi-
zation of loecal humane societies, the
pubilcation and dissemination of litera~
ture conducive to humane education,
the acquirement, by purchase, gift or
devise, of property, real and personal,
48 may be necessary to the purposes
of the association. The principal place
of business to be in San Jose.

At the opening of the afterncom mses-
sion yesterday, when the committee
on eredentials made its report, three
San Francisco organizations were de-
nied membership in the assoclation
after spirited discussion. These organ-
izations are the Pacific Humane so-
ciety, the United States Soclety for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Childrea and
Animals and the San Francisco Seelety
for the Protection of Children. It was
suggested that these socleties were or-
ganized that the conductors and metor-
men of the United Rallways In San
Francisco might become members, he
made officers, and thus be authorized
to earry pistols during the pendency of
strikes,

The eredentials commission recom-
mended that the three San Francisco
societies be not admitted te member-
ship and the delegates of the societies
demanded a rehearing. This was given
and at its conclusion the committee re-
iterated its report regarding them. In
the discussion of the report a majority
of the delegates declared that they
would withdraw if the three socleties
were admitted, and the report of the
committee was approved.

STARTS BITTER FIGHT

Excluded Societies Plan to Unite
Their Interests A

The exclusion of three San Francisco

socteties from the convention of Cali-

fornia humane organizations, which has

been in session at San Jose for several

days, has started a bitter fight among
| the humane societies of this city for
| prestige. The three socleties which
| were excluded were the San Francisco
Society for the Pretection of Children,
the Pacific humane society and the
United States society. hey were
| barred from participation in the con-
| vention on the ground that they were
not bona fide humane socleties.

Following their fallure to obtain
seats in the convention M. 8. Wad-
hams, secretary of the Soclety for the
| Protection of Children, an attorney, and

other officers skurried about the city
in an attempt to form a central society
| of the three barred organizatioms and
| combat the humane societies which
‘itought against their participation in
the convention.

The c¢harge made ainst the trie of
socleties is that they have been organ-
ized for the purpose of securing privi-
leges for their members, including the
right to wear a special officer's star and
to carry revolvers. This ¢h was
pressed by M. J. White of the ifornia
| Society for the Prevention of Cruelty

to Chiidren and other local humane so-
cleties.

The outbreak among the societies has
been imminent for some time. The
three organizations have been known
as the “outside societies,” and officers
of the otner socleties have declared
that they were not recognized in the
San Francisco courts as reputable hue
mane societies,

M. 8. Wadhams returned to San Jose
Thursday night, while representatives
of his soclety and the two other kindred
organizations pressed tue local fight for
the merged society. If the central body
is organized a second attemnt will be
made to gain recognition at the con-
vention, according to statements made
by the barred representatives.
