A correspondent has requested that
this department publish some recipes
for fish and meat sauces. This is a
branch of cookery, that every house
keeper should understand ..perfectly.
There are many simple sauces which
can be made quickly and of materials
always at hand; but for fine sauces
there must be rich, clear stock, and a
long, slow process of preparation.

nrmvn Snnrr for Finh-i-Put two ta-
blespoonfuls of pork fat into a small
frying pan, and when it Is melted add
two slices of onion, one of carrot, a
bay leaf and a sprig: of.parsley. Stir
for three minutes; then add a heaping
tablespoonful of flour and stir until
the sauce becomes dark brown. Add
a cupful of stock and cook three min-
utes longer. Season with a table-
spoonful of lemon juice and salt and
pepper to suit the taste.

Clear Brown Sauce— Use a table--
Ispoonful of beef extract, one table-
spoonful and a half of arrowroot, one
cupful and a half of water, a clove, a
bay leaf, a small slice of onion, a thin
slice of carrot "about the size of a
quarter of a dollar, a tablespoonful of
butter and salt and pepper to suit, the

Mix the arrowroot with half a cup-
ful of boiling water and boil for five
minutes; then add all the other Ingre-

dients except the butter, and after
cooking gently for 10 minutes add the
butter. Boil up once, and strain.

In this same sauce consomme may be
substituted for the beef extract and
water. ,
