SERVIANS ARE WARLIKE

The Servian government, the cor-
respondent says in conclusion. -appears
to be unable to withstand the warlike
tendencies of the people.

A' band of Servian demonstrators
boarded an Austrian steamer at Bel-
grade, tore down the national flag and
carried it to the theater square, where
It was burned.

According to this communication,
Servian customs officers from the town
of Shabats, on the Save, went over to
the Ostand of Bajuklitz, which is Hun-
garian territory, and drove out from
the settlement . there between 30 and
40- Hungarian customs employes by
threatening them with armed force.
The Servians then took possession of
the. Hungarian customs station, which
they continue to hold. They have been
reinforced by Servian gendarmes.
