Jailer Clark found $317.80 in Scott's
purse on his first search. A second
investigation revealed $320 in gold,
tied ina handkerchief and inserted in-
side of Scott's right shoe.

BEAUTIFUL WOMAN
WOUNDS CLUBMAN

LONDON, Oct 13.—The climax of
the suffragette campaign was reached
t
tonight when an enormous ' mob
hemmed in parliament and stopped
traffic in ail streets leading to West-
minster. For more than three hours
the crowd scuffled good naturedly
with the police, interfered with the-
ater goers, broke windows and dis-
organized things generally in the cen-
ter cf London.

The heroine of the day was Mrs.
Travers Symons. formerly secretary

to James Kcir Hardie, the socialist
and independent member of parlia-
ment, who reached the doors of the;
house of commons by strategy. The

house was solemnly debating a bill to

prevent children from smoking ciga-

rettes when the woman dashed past ;

the door keeper to a position in front j
of the speaker's chair and shouted:

"Leave off discussing children and ;
talk about women." |

Three officials seized Mrs. Symons «

and carried her out bodily. She was j
then led to" the outer, door and die- j
mifsed. As a result of the coup an or-
der was issued that hereafter women
shall not be admitted to the building

on any pretext whatever and in the
future the historic gril! will not screen
feminine spectators.

THOUSAXDS ANSWER "CAM."
The appeal issued by the suffragettes

a few days ago' for 50,000 persons to
help them "rush" parliament at half
past 7 o'clock this evening was the
nost ruccessful stroke yet. Not less
Kan twice that number responded^to
"the call and nine-tenths of these were
young persons who came to see the fun.
There were also a few hundred of. the
unemployed and their sympathizers.
. Parliament was In a state of siege.

A close triple line of police was drawn
around the three sides in front of the
building, the yard within the gates
swarmed with police and 200 guarded
the terrace in the rear against assault
by water, which the women twice at-
tempted. A small fleet of police boats
also patroled the Thames.

All the mounted police in L<ondon and
6Uburbs had been mobilized at this cen-
ter and loads of hay were unstacked
In the streets for the horses. The whole
police force, together with cavalry, in-
fantry and marines, numbering more
than 5,000, was kept busy in restrain-
ing and pushing the struggling mass
about Trafalgar square.. The crowds cheered, sang songs and
hooted In a semi-good natured man-
ner at the suffragettes, who, distin-
guished by their orange sashes,
swarmed everywhere, distributing

ATTEMPT FOOTBALL RUSH
A edelegation of 13 suffragettes,

which approached the police cordon
and was formally refused admission to j
parliament, attempted a football rush,
but the police chivalrously repulsed
the women with the least possbiie
roughness. The police were pelted
with vegetables and some stones in a
few minor skirmishes that occurred,
but nobody was seriously hurt. Twen-
ty-four suffragettes and 12 of the
unemployed were placed under arrest.
Many persons fainted in the crush; a
few were trampled upon and taken to
the hospitals.

Mrs. Parkhurst, Miss C. Parkhurst
and Mrs. Lawrence were summoned to
appear in court yesterday for inciting
a breach of th» peace; this morning
t!»ey coolly refused to obey the sum-
mons, but agreed to surrender them-
selves at 6 o'clock in the evening,
which they did, spending the night in
the Boy/ street station.

The suffragettes and unemployed
have kept practically the whole police
force on duty continuously for 48 hours.

DEFERS TO DOXXELLY

For some time rumors that all was
not right in the transport service have
been fluttering around the nationalcapital. Not only was a general inves-tigation ordered, but two secret serv-ice agents were sent to the coast to
enlist in the army and prosecute thetrInquiry from that point of vantage. Itis largely through the efforts or thesesupposed privates that the federal au-thorities in Washington have come Into
possession of the facts.

An investigation, con-
ducted secretly by agents of
the United States govern-
ment, has brought to light a
condition of affairs in the
transport service which, itis
expected, willlead to a gen-
eral shaking up in the local
office. The most startling fea-
ture of the inquiry was the
discovery that repairs to the
amount of $90,000 had been made
on the transport Logan by the
Risdon iron works, only to be
torn out immediately and. a new-
contract tor more thaa.ijlso.ooo. award-
ed; to the -same company. The details
of this peculiar transaction have been
reported to Washington and John Don-
nelly, chief engineer of the transport
service, and the officers of the RLsdon
Iron works willbe called upon to ex-plain. -„--- .
