not exercise those powers except in
conjunction with hig brothers of the
episcopate and in connection with and
obedience to the supreme pontiff, who
is the center of Christian unity.” St
Jerome, speaking of the distinction
between bishops, says, “While all are
equal in the priesthood yet they differ
in jurisdiction just as all the apostles
were equal in the apostolate, but Peter
was the superior in jurisdiction. The
bishops do not succeed to the aposties
in the fullness and universality of the
episcopate; that belongs to the Roman
pontiff. The apostles had full and uni-
versal power in the whole church, but
with subordination to Peter, Bisheps
were created and located by them, so
their authority came from the apostles
and from Peter.” Tertullian says:
“Our Lord left the keys of heaven to
Peter and through him to the church.)
The ancient documents testify to the
one bishop in the ancient churches of
the large cities, governing them and
ruling over the priests. It is also evi-
dent, as we see in the case of Arius,
that the denisi of the episcopal pre-
eminence and authority was regarded
by the Cathloic church as heresy.

: SUCCESSION OF BISHOPS
WAS EARLY ARGUMENT
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The succession of bishops was the
argument to which the early fathers
constantly appealed., “Let them dis-
play the succession of their bisnops,”
said Tetullian,.appealing to the here-
tiecs of his day, ‘“so that the first of
them may appear to have been or-
dained by an apostolic man who per-
severed in their communion.” St. Au-
gustine said: “I.am_kept in. .this
church by the succession of prelates
from St. Peter, to-whom the Lord com-
mitted the care of his sheep, down to
the present bishop.” The valid sue-
cession of chief pastors is the guaran--
tee of the apostolic commission and of
our faith and doctrine. heir author-
ity was to come hy valid ordipation
and with valid jurisdietion. “Ye shall
be witnesses unto me in the uttermost
parts of the earth.”

If we also examine the Christian
church as it emerged from the govern-
ment of the apostles, we will notice
the succession of its bishops. Linus
succeeded Peter as bishop of Rome and
vicar of Christ; Simeon succeeded
James as bishop of Jerusalem; Anianus,
Mark at Alexandria; Evodius, Peter at
Antioch; and from their day to ours
the succession of bishops in every see
has continued.

So the bishop stands before us in the
churgch of God, with a vecdtion from
God and a mission from the successor
of Paul, sent by him to rule the church
over which he is ealled to preside. He
is an apostolic .teacher, helding the
apostolic commission and preaching the
apostolic doctrine so that with 8t,
Peter he is able to say, “For I give

gospel which was preached by me is
not according to men. For neither did
I receive it of mgn nor did I learn it,
but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.”
The bishop is an ambassador {rom the
King of Kings and credentials prove
his right to represent Jesus Christ and
His church. He has no doubt as to his
orders nor his right of jurisdiction.
With valid orders which are apostolie,
coming down to him in an unbroken
line, easily traced by him, holding also
apostolic jurisdiction from the center
of Christian authority and bearing the
moral power to rule subjects not only
in the public matter of church govern-
ment, but also in the administration
of the sacraments, his eredentials are
in the commission of Christ, “Go teach
all nations”; and his authority from
the apostolical mandate of the vicar
of Christ, “"As the Father sent me, so
also I send you." In that power he
comes to men, and sanctification and
salvation are in his word and in the
sacraments which he administers. As
a teacher his duty is to.destroy error
and establish truth.” The precepts he
enforces form the code of morals which
sanctify human life, The truth he
preaches purifies, eclevates, super-
naturalizes human thought, The Chris-
tian bishop, a high priest of Jesus
Christ, is also a sacrificial man, having
jurisdiction over Christ's natural body

in the Eucharist. “This do in com-
memoration of me” is the commission,
In him also is the ministry of recon-

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! Thus has the Christian church been
established and thus has it laid its
foundations throughout the world. The

consecration of its bishops and the or-
dination of its priests, the sending them
forth to teach the people and administer
the sacraments, have been continued
from the days of Peter to the days .ot
Pius, and they have invested the epis-
copate and priesthood of the Catholic
church with the authority with which
Christ invested the apostles from whom
they hold succession. Thus has the
church reminded to the bishops of the
twentieth century as those ‘of the first

Behold then a picture of the bishop
of the church of Jesus Christ, called
from among men by God and conge-
crated by the church as a leader of
Israel, with the authority of the
apostles, bearing te all nations the
message of redemption, a successor of
the apostles, a champion of the house-
hold of falth, a minister of mercy, a
defender of doctrine, a ruler of the
church of God. He is a witness to the
same apostolic message, with the same
apostolic authority'to be unto all men
as Christ himself, bearing to all minds
the truth of Christ and pouring the
blood of Christ. No wonder the human

responsibility as a ruler of the church
which Christ has purchased with his
greclous blood. No wander the true
ishop whom we love td hopor, whose
name {s a benediction in the church, has
succeeded because he felt the respon-
sThility of his vecation, the sacredness
of his office, and has t:-lelied on the great

high priest and s holy spirit to
strenithen and sanctify him unto the
duty 6f his office.

The history of the church. might
easily be traced throughout the world
in the lives of the bishops of the church.

| CHANCELLOR'S TYRANNY
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In our own day they have not been
afraid to stand against the tyranny of
an iron chancelloy in Germany and
brought him to Canossa, as they had
long before brought Henry, and forced
him to repeal the iniquitous Falk laws
against the education of Catholic chil-
dren in Germany. Magnificently they
have presented a solid front against
the injustice and iniquity of an atheis-
tic government in France, just as they
are maintaining in Ireland and Eng-
land the right of the people to be edu-

cated In their own schools according
to the right of their conscience and
the doctrine of their church. Never in

the history of the church has greater
unity manifested itself. The universal
church chants its hymn of united ac-
claim to the pontiff who condemns the
tendency of the age to error and who
summons all to the daily communion
that Jesus Christ may be loved and
adored. Never has greater unity or
greater love for the See of Peter been
known in any age than that of the
episcopate of the Catholiec chureh- in
our day.

The history of the church in our own

country is full of examples of the
apostolic lives of our bishops—self-
sacrificing, patient in the midst of

privations, fearless in attacking wrong,
courageous in upholding right, with
blameless lives, lovers of God and of
the people. Whether in determining.
the growth of the church or in caring
for the wants of the people in the
days of trial and success, there Is no
chapter in the history of the Christian
church more jlluminated by devoted-
ness, unselfish zeal and rigia loyalty
to church doctrines and discipline and
unfailing affection for the people, than
that of the clergy of the Catholie
church in our own republic. We are
all familiar with the beginning of the
church in America. Some of us have
almost touched the pioneer days. The
lives of all of us have at least been
spent amid the increasing demands of
a cosmopolitan people. This was a
new country with tremendous possi-
bilities and vast opportunities, strong

in many sections in hatred of the
ehurch, influenced by prejudice, that
sprang from misrepresentations and
misunderstandings. The church was

composed almost entirely of the poor,
many of whose children were" forced
by iniquitous religious and land laws
from their own country and obliged to
face all the difficulties of a strange
land filled with prejudice often not
only against their religion but against
their race.
