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SLEEPERS SUFFER I
TWO HOTEL FRES

Sixty Lodgers at the Bohemia in
Powell Street Are Rescued
by Firemen

—

The'Vendome, Montgomery Ave-
nue, Is Damaged and Women
Rendered Unconscious

—_—

Two morning fires endangered the
lives of four score persons yesterday
and caused losses aggregating $22,000.

Both were spectacular and furnished
hazardous work for the firemen. The
first blaze, of unascertained origin,

broke out in the Bohemia hotel, an Ital-
ian lodging house at 1800 Powell street,
in which 60 pergons were sleeping. The
entire structure was destroved and sev-
eral stores badly damaged At 11
o’clock the fire department responded
to an alarm from Kearny street and
Montgomery avenue, where the Hotel
Vendome was enveloped in flames and
women were shrieking in terror, threat-
ening to jump from the windows in
the ‘second and third stories Many
thriling rescues were witnessed by the
large crowd that collected.

At 4 o'clock yesterday morning the
rear of the Bohemia hotel was seen to
be on fire. Smoke was pouring into the
sleeping apartments when Policemen
James Connolly, Maurice Behan anc
James Boland rushed into the house to
rescue }he sleepers. The patrolmen
succeeded in piloting many women and
children to safety, while the men of
the house and the firemen assisted. ire-
man Rinaldo Cuneo, attached to truck
2, was severely cut about the arms and
hands

A saloon, hardware store, dry goods
establishment and notion store, located
beneath the hotel, were badly damaged
by fire and water and were declared
total losses. The hotel was owned by
tdgar Painter and was valued at $12,-
000. The loss was estimated at $S8,000.
WOMEN FOUND UNCONSCIOUS

The first warning of fire received by
the inmates of the Vendome hotel in
Montgomery avenue was the smell of
smoke, which poured into the corridors.
Confused and partially suffocated, the
lodgers groped blindly about the halls
or safety. Several women were over-
come by the smoke. The fire originated
in a Kkitchen in the basement of the
four-story frame structure, when a ket-
tle of grease overturned. The flames
crept to a partition, and within a few
minutes were roaring through the light
well in the center of the house.

WEARING OUT OF ROADS
VEXES ENGLISH SHIRES

Cost of Maintaining Highways
Has More Than Doubled

in Ten Years

. The following information concern-
Ing the increased cost of the mainte-
nance of English roads in recent years,
out of all proportion to the increase
of population, ete, is furnished by
Eonsul Frank W. Mahin of Notting-

am: .

The causes of the increase in cost of
the maintenance of rural English roads
are two: The changes in the charac-
ter of vehicular traffic and the enorm-
ous increase of the traffic. On the Not-
tinghamshire roads, it is officially
stated, there are 10 vehicles now where
there was onée 12 years ago. Central
counties like this seem to be the worst
sufferers in this regard, for they catech
outside travel from every point of the
compass. An official record indicates
that about four-fifths of the automo-
biles traversing the main roads of this
county are from other counties.

The average cost r mile of main-
taining the Nottinghom county roads
was 3275 in 1891, $276 in 1901 and $322
in 1907. Thus, while the cost in-
creased but $1 in 10 years under former
Ltraffic conditions, it increased $46, or
17 per cent, in six years under the
present conditions,

Reports regarding some other coun-
ties show a much higher cost and a
greater rate of increase than in Not-
tinghamshire during the last few
vears. The cost of maintaining ull the
roads in Hampshire is said to have
risen in 10 yvears from $136,000 to $316,-
000. The foregoing figures are aston-
ishing, but they purport to be derived
from official records. The total cost of
maintaining the rural roads in this
county last year was $107,000, an in-
crease of about 17 per cent during the
last decade. The increased cost of
oad maintenance for all England since
9200 is stated to be about 20 per cent
per mile per anpum.

Mexican timber land fraud, and pub-
lishes a story alleged to have been dic-
tated to its representative hy Edmund
Burke, an attorney of Los Aungeles and
former business partner of Sherman in
the New Mexico lumber and develop-
