| IN PREPARATORY SCHOOLS

; ;IGirls Carried From Windows by

Firemen, Who Raised
High Ladders

LOS ANGELES, Oct, 27.—Fire which
broke out early this morning and prac-
tically destroyed the dormitory and ad-
ministration building of the Marlbor-
ough preparatory school, a three story
frame bullding at 636 West Adams
street, endangered the lives of several
girls residing at the school. Several
of them were carried from windows
by firemen, who raised ladders to the
second and third stories. Others escaped
in bath robes and light apparel. The
financial loss was about $8,000.

The fire started at 7 o'clock in the
basement from a defective flue. The
school is conducted by Miss Ida B.
Lindley and is attended by 100 pupils.
Upward of a score of girls, mostly be-
tween the ages of 7 and 15 years, reslde

he school.

BLOODHOUNDS DISCOVER
THE BODY OF KLOEBER

—_—

Missing Man Is Found With
Broken Neck, the Result
of Accident

TACOMA, Oct. 27.—A special to the
Ledger from Hot Springs, Wash., says:
Lying face downward, beside a fallen
tree, about one and a half miles from
the spot where the body of his com-
panion, Julius Kumle, was found Sun-
day, the body of Fred Kloeber was dis-
covered by bloodhounds this afternoon
on Roostercomb range.

Kloeber came to his death as the re-
sult of an accident. . The position of the
body indicates that he stumbled over
the log and in doing so struck his head
on a fir tree, breaking his neck. When
found he was lying on his face, his gun
under him. His face was bruised and
his jaw dislocated. Marks on the log
proved that he had fallen over it, prob-
ably while feeling his way in the dark-
ness,

The body of Kumle has not yet been
brought in. It is frozen and in a good
state of preservation, and it prebably
will await the directions of his brother,

now on the way here from San Fran-
cisco,
