Itwas
the first real automobile contest: ever
known on an Arizana track. The track
was in fine condition and two world's
records were smashed. One was by
the middle weight racing: car Reo Bird,
in an exhibition run, doing three miles
in 2:52, and later in a rive mile run
equating' the record by doinjr a mile in
:56 l!at. Twice a mile was done in :ST.
The car, owned by Shettler of Los An-
geles, was driven by Hcnslrue.

The great race was to have been a
ten mile free for all, with entries of all
four cars in the Los Angeles-Phoenix
distance race and of a Stoddard Day-
ton car. But the starters were Hamlin
with his Franklin Greyhound; Latham
with a Kisselkar and the Reo Bird.
The Greyhound won the race and
claimed to have broken the world's
track record for stock cars, doing the
ten miles in 10:41, and a single mile in
one minute flat.

The five mile tandem motorcycle race
was won by F. A. Carr on a Reading
machine in B:4S^.

The ten mile motorcycle was won by
Victor Rosewell on a Thor in 14:25^2.
The best mile was 1:23 »£.

The ten mile light automobile race
was won by a Tourist driven by Fre-
meau, in 15:52.

In the horse racing events, the five
furlong dash was won by John Griffin
In 1:02.

The 2:12 trot was won by Brace Gir-
dle; Tomalta second. Best time, 2*:09»4.

Clifford has
been one of Gilbert's stanchest sup-
porters up to. the present time, but
the manner in which the boy disre-
garded riding orders in handling Clif-
ford's marc, Milshora, a day or two
ago, when' she performed so disgrace-
fully as a favorite, aroused Clifford's
ire and he will have nothing further
to do with the lad. Clifford declares
that iGilbert did exactly what he in-
structed him not to do with Milshora,
and he attributes her poor showing to
the boy's failure to follow, instructions.
Itis noticeable that Gilbert takes the
overland and pulls up on slight provo-
cation. In the last race yesterday, in
which he finished absolutely last with
the favorite, Cholk Hedrick, he de-
liberately took the horse to the outside
at the post instead of sticking to his
proper post position, and it is said that

When the wallop landed on Cornell's
chin poor Ollie veered about as though
some warship had dropped a 16 pounder
on his cranium. Tom Jones had visions
of losing his best helper and he was
quick to call it a day's work before
P&pke whipped over any more of those
vicious raps. Billyis masterful of foot
and has a very jarring blow in either
hand. He clips rather than punches.
His blows are all of the short distancevariety. The. lllinois man does not deal
in those wild, spectacular swing's,
which seem so terrible,' but rather de-
pends -on those -short, wicked snaps,'
which jar an opponent from head to
foot, while to the ckfua.l Fpectator they
look as gentle as the falling rain.

As a rather exaggerated example of
the Thunderbolt's hitting1 power "Bdd
Bill" Aldridge got off a good yarn
yesterday. A right follower asked
Aldricii why he didn't box with Papke.
"Well. I'll let you in on that." said
Aldridge. "You see. Iwas sparring

he hit me one of those jars on the back
of the h^ad. That wallop was so hard
that it busted my boxing shoes, and
I'llhave to wait for another pair be-
fore Ibox Papke again, and Ihope I
don't get them until after the coming
light is over."
