Until Gleason rinds O'Connor his chances for retaking the match will
])c hopeless. Ketchel's manager holds the situation in the palm of his hand,
and from the manner in which he has concealed himself it docs not appear
as though he is ready to unlock it yet.

While O'Connor i? keeping himself well concealed, there is no back-
wardness on the part of Promoter Coffroth, and when the tight fans strolled
down the "-trcets yesterday their eyes were greeted by great posters an-
nouncing that Papke and Ketchcl would hold their little debate at Cof-;
froth's Mission street arena on the afternoon of Thanksgiving day. Some
fight fans who had not' read the morning papers rubbed their eyes, felt
their craniums and beat it to the nearest refreshment resort to make sure
that they were not seeing things that did not exist. When they glanced at
the papers and learned that the posters were not idle illusions, but cold and
solid announcements of a new condition of affairs in the fistic world, they
heaved a sigh of relief and knew their mental machinery was playing them
no unlovely tricks.

Those in the know say that O'Connor willnot be verj- visible around
his former haunts until Monday night, but they declare that Joe will then
burst forth in his glory, meet Manager Tom Junes, and together with him
>elect the referee for the big fight.
COFFROTH BILLS THE FIGHT

Jimmy Coffroth is taking the situation calmly and philosophically. The
Mission street promoter says that he will go right ahead with the match,
and gives assurance that it will be held at his Mission street arena on the
afternoon of Thanksgiving day. If any one expresses the least doubt Cof-
troth will<it back and remark, with a great show of incredulity: "Why,
didn't you sec the posters? Don't they say explicitly that Ketchel and Papkc
will light at the Mission street arena? Ifposters are not intended to keep
the public posted, what are they for, and why are they posters, if they don't
*post people? And who ever heard a poster lie?"

Jimmy got the latter remark off his system with a show of a smile, as
though he relished the sally. Right now the city is arrayed in a phalanx of
posters. Some announce the match for Coffroth. Others in brazen bold
type assert Gleason has it. At any rate, there is at least a merry war of
posters on, and while the carnage is not as far reaching as was the famous
war of the roses in England, it causes many a laugh.

So far as confidence goes, Coffroth seems to have the advantage. He is
poshing his advertising ahead with serene calmness and force, and the slosh
of the brush and slish of the glue making ready for the Coffroth posters can
be heard at every .outpost and along all the kopjes that are susceptible to
having posters plastered on them. To make sure that the posters will stick
\u25a0in Bernal heights. Goffrnth has mixed his glne with an antitoxin, which
will be more fatal than Ketchel's left shift on any goat that tries to make
his breakfast off one of them.
WILL SEE BATTLE THROUGH

Tom Jones, who is the large noise around the Papke camp, declared
that so far as he was concerned the situation remained in statu quo, which,
Jones says, means the same as yesterday.

"I gave Gleason 48 hours in which to round up O'Connor, and if he
does not succeed by th.it time 1 willhave to sign with Coffroth. Ibrought
Papkc out here to fight Ketchel. and 1 propose to see the fight through. If
O'Connor runs out on Gleason; we will have to go with him. Stern neces-
•-itj' demands it. IfGleason can round O'Connor up he will find us willing
to fight for him, but, of course, if>he doesn't we'll have to fight for the man
who corrals him."

Willis Britt. who engineered the deal which landed the match for Cof-
froth, is guarding, his men carefully. Willie says there is no chance for
Coffroth to lose the match now, and from the confident manner in which
Willis talks it would appear as though he had Oregon boots on the principals
to the big match.
CLEVER BOXERS TO FIGHT

A match that is setting the tongue* of fight followers wagging is the
<-:ie scheduled between Abie Attell and Freddie Welsh in,, Los Angeles
November 25. These clever boxers are to fight 15 rounds before Jeffries'
club, and speculation as to the outcome is rife where fight followers gather.

Welsh will have a big pull in the weights over Attell, but as the route is
\>> be only 15 rounds, very few look for the Briton to put the shifty Abra-
ham out. Without any question of a doubt, Attell is the cleverest man of
his weight the game of pugilism has ever known; but there are those who

that Welsh is even faster than the shifty Abie, and 'if this assertion is
true, then Abie will be up against it.

San Francisco followers of the sport willbe loath to believe that Welsh
or any other fighter in the worldhas anything on Abie for sheer cleverness.
In fact, their attitude toward Attell's cleverness is like unto the Missourian's
viewpoint, and before they willbelieve that Welsh is cleverer than Attell
they will have to be shown.
