1ItEXCH CAR FAIF.S
'The only other car \u25a0\u25a0.running' at this

time was the French car, Spo, which
had been especially rebuilt for 'the
race, but which was continuously in
trouble, succeeding: finally in making
only,five circuits of the J».S mile course.

The race was run under sapphire
:skie-.and 'in the warmth of a summer
sun which made ovex'eonts uncomfort-
able. Acrowd of many thousands filled
the grandstand ,at the finish line, and
many thousands lined the course on all
sides. But th* crowd remained at a
respectful distance, for t»00 militiamen
were thrown about the circuit and
they* kept the pathway of. the cars ab-
solutely free from trespass. . \u0084

\u25a0While there were many minor mis-
haps to the cars, the only serious
wreck came at the very close of the
racing. Easterman, driving Buick No.
14, had been in trouble early in the
day and was driving pell mell on his
fourteenth lap, when he lost the road
and went crashing: into the ditch. :

The mechanician,. Frank Thompson,
was hurled from the car, and rendered
unconscious. It was at first thought
he had been -.killed, but later he re-
gained consciousness and it was said
tonight he would recover.
LT.YL.rCKVWo. 13
''Car No. 13, a Chalmers, driven by
W. R. Burns, went crashing into a,
tree on-jthe very lirst.round .of the
course and tlie chauffeur lost four of
his front teeth. Burns did not draw
No. 13 originally, but exchanged with a
more timid driver, who was fearful
lest tlie fated number .should bring him
illluck.

The race was a duel from :the very
start between the cars that finished
first and second. Burman in his Buick
held the lead for the entire first half
of the race. . Then he stopped to're-
place a lost nut and Jlilllard drove the
l^ancia into a lead which lie never re-
linquished.
