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HETCH HETCHY ACT

Giannini and Manson Wait for
Word to Proceed to
Washington -

Mayor Taylor Assures Irriga-

tionists That Their Inter-
ests Are Not Menaced

Supervisor Gigannini and City En-
gineer Mangon are ready to proceed to
Washingten and (o take up the work
of pressing matters along in the lands
committee and in congress relative to
the city’'s grant of reservoir rights, ete.,
in Hetch Hetchy valley and -Lake
Manson stated vesterday that
he awaited telegraphic ratification of
the time the lands committee would
meet and take up. the question of
ratifying the Garfield grant by the pas-
sage of the measure drawn up by
United States Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Woodruff and presented at the
last mession of congress, It is prob-
able that Giannini and Manson will
leave this week.

The Woodruff bill, now before the
congressional lands committee, simply
enacts the Garfield agreement as a per-
petual legisiative grant. Some misgiv-
ing having arisen in the Turlock and
Modesto irrigation districts that the
city might seek to alter the terms of
this agreement by congressional action
and in a manner prejudicial to the in-
terests of the districts, Attorney Lewis
I. Dennett, for the Modesto district,
has addressed a remonstrance to Mayor
Taylor. Dr. Pavlor replied to Dennett
yesterday as follows:

“So far from San Francisco propos-
ing to ask of congress any modification
of the Hetch Hetchy grant as made by
Secretary Garfield, the reverse is the
case. We have requested our congress-
men. to secure the ratification of the
secretary’s grant to- the city without
crossing a T or dotting an I. We who
are in authority here at the present
time not only recognize the rights of
the Modesto and Turlock irrigation
districts, but are solicitous that these
rights shall be maintained.

“It would be the shallowest policy
for the metropolitan city.of the state
to stand in the way of irrigation in the
valleys, for their prosperity means ours.
We are perfectly satisfied that there is
plenty of water for both of us, but
even were there not the Modesto and
Turlock irrigation districts have prior
rights to a certain amount of water
which can not be taken away from
them and which San Francisco would
be the last to attempt to take away
from them.”

Money for the Surveys

The appropriation of $1,500 was yes-
terday recommended by the supervisors’
public utilities committee for the con-
tinuation of surveys on the Heteh
Hetchy water project.

A. J. Pon appeared in behalf of the
proposed Gough street franchise, but
action was postponed two weeks. The
committeemen insisted that the “ten
block provision” should be inserted in
any offer made, but Pon held that the
in that case
refuse to bid. The committeemen
thought two weeks’ interval ‘might lead
the officials to take a different position.

Maxwell McNutt appeared in behalf
of a franchise in Post street between
Larkin and Leavenworth streets, for
the United Railroads, but nothing was
done in_the matter.

'D. Burkhalter, Whose Able |
Cateer Is Ended by Death

SOUTHERN PACIFIC
OFFICIAL SUCCUNS

Division Superintendent at Sac-
ramento Fails to Recover
From Recent lllness

The news of the death of Dennis
Burkhalter, division superintendent of
the Southern Pacific at Sacramento, whe
received in the railroad offices of the
Flood building early yesterday, and
many were the expressions of regret
over the passing away of the old time
railroad official.

He was- taken ilI when on the official

tour of inspection by all the division
superintendents last month, was hur-
ried back to Sacramento, and taken
from the car to the hospital, where he
died at 7:10 yesterday morning.

Burkhalter knewithe mountain divi-
sion as few men know it. He had been
for many years stationed at Truckee,
and, after a long and faithful service
at that point, was transferred to Sacra-
mento as assistant superintendent to
J. B. Wright, who died several years
ago. He was afterward sent to Tucson,
then to Bakersfleld, and recently. to
Sacramento.

It is said that he took the position
against the advice of his wife, who
represented to him that he was get-
ting well 'on in vears and that the task

was too onerous for his strength. He
replied:
“Jt will be only for two years and

then I will be put on a pension.”

He was an untiring worker and was
oné of the best men the company had
to straighten out a tangle. He was
liked by the men and had their entire
confidence.

His family was by his bedside when
he passed away, with the exception of
his eldest daughter,. who {s traveling
in Europe with her aunt. Burkhalter
was in his sixty-ninth year, and for the
past few yvears had been a victim of
liver complaint.

A special train will convey the re-
mains of the late division superinten-
dent to Los Angeles, where the body
will be interred., It will leave Sacra-
mento today and will be in charge of
J. . Bell, chiaf dispatcher, and C. R.
Petrie, foreman of engines.

Except in the house of a friend, in-
troductions should never he made with-
out first asking permission.

If a man and woman' walking to-
gether meet another woman crossin
the room, either woman can in goo
form present the man without waiting
for permission.”
