STANFORD TROUBLE

Dr. 0. L. Elliott of Student Al-
fairs Committee, Advises Abo-
lition of College Pranks

E. M. Leaf, Editor of Sequoia,
Replies and Suggests More
Tolerant Policy:

The appearance of the article has
additional significance because it was
intended by Editor E. M, Leaf, '10, to
publish a statement of the students

Dr. Elliott has taken exception to the
way his copy was handled by the
Sequoia editor, and in a communication
to the Daily Palo Alto says his inten-
tion in submitting the article was not
to open any controversy.

ANDREW D. WHITE QUOTED

The article in the Sequoia gives ex<
tracts from the college publications in
months past and from the addresses of
Andrew D. White at the inauguration
of Cornell university 40 years ago. Dr.
Elliott quotes as follows:

“You are not here to hang upon a
university. 'You are here to help build
& university. This is no place for chil-

dren’s tricks and toys; for exploits
which excite the wonderment of board-
ing school misses, You are here to

begin a man's work in the greatest
time and land the world has ,ever
known.”

Writing with reference to this re-
mark Dr. Elliott questions the necessity
of tubbings, nightshirt parades and
plug ugly posters. In regard to the
first named topic Dr. Elliott says:

“Do mature students and voters re-
gard tubbing of freshmen as a man's
work or is it perchance a child's trick,
a poor college tradition which ought1
long ago to have been supplanted by a
better? What have voters and students
who expect 'to be treated as men in
common with the wvulgarities which
characterized pan-Hellenic night?”

OBJECTION TO TUBBING

The writer next discussed the drink
question and says that the “Menlo
habit” and Stanford do not agree and
that a student who acquires the Menlo
habit should leave at once before the
committee is called upon to expel him.

In conclusion he sums up the situa-
tion, as he see§ it, as follows:

“It would be a pity if this article
should stop with anything which may
seem a threat. My point is that night-
shirt parades, tubbing, pan-Hellenics,
plug uglies and the like, as they have
developed on our campus, indicate that
not all are ready for the responsibili-
ties of self-government. If men and
women of the student body, bent upon
the beginning of tasks of men and
women, can control these things, purge
them, do away with them; i{f they can
impose upon children and boarding
school misses and upon the lawless
standards of conduct, and if they can
create a student sentiment so wise and
sure that there will be no need of
faculty action, why then the way to
happiness is open to all.”

STUDENT EDITOR REPLIES

Editor IL.eaf comments upon the sit-
uation touching the topic as he see it
with a student’s eyes, His statements
are at variance with those of the fac-
ulty writer in several instances. His
editorials are in part as follows:

Doctor Elliott's article which is as
frank a statement of the general atti-
tude of the student affairs committee
as has been published, indicates to us
quite clearly that the committee is not
in sympathy with and does not appre-
ciate the undergraduate view. We also
gather the impression from his state-
ment that all student customs which
do not serve some high ethical or edu-
cational purpose are held in disfavor by
the committee and that the natural,
legitimate desire of college men for
diversion and recreation from the seri-
ous business of study is an evidence of
childishness and lack of manliness and
virility.

With those in authority holding this
view it is inevitable that there should
be constant friction between committee
and students, apd to add to the dif-
culty, the attitude of the undergrad-
uates themselves has served to widen
the breach. The student body, naturally
enough, was stirred to a high pitch of
resentment by the events of last March.
This feverish indignation, however, has
since cooled off on the surface and
changed to an undercurrent of ani-
mosity toward the faculty. Since that
time the attitude displayed toward the
committee has been one of repressed
antagonism. The committee has, to a
certain extent, been placed on the de-
fensive and has thought it necessary
to maintain its position with force.

STANFORD SPIRIT DISAPPEARS

That is the situation at present. The
opposing forces face each other con-
stantly prepared to do battle, with
this difference, however, in the relative
positions of the opponents—the authori-
ties are safely intrenched behind an
impregnable stone wall, which the
students can assail only with damage
to themselves.

Nor would it be a matter of so muc
moment if the i1l feeling between fac
ulty and students injured the individual
student alone, but It becomes a matter
of the utimost concern when we dis-
cover that the gravest injury is being
done to Stanford's prestige and to the
Stanford spirit. The spirit of disaffec-
tion and antagonism has so permeated
the whole student body that it has be-
come a matter of comment amon;
upperclassmen that the real Stanfor
spirit, that has always beern synony-
mous with .good fellowship and high
achievement, is rapidly disappearing,
and for ne other reason than that it
can not flourish in an atmosphere of
continual strife. No further proof of
this statement weére needed than the
two football rallies this year. The
spirit displayed on these occasions was
in marked contrast to the spontaneous
outbursts of enthusiasm of former
rears, And the end is not yet, for the
results of the present disaffection will
be more apparent in the near future
than at present.

EDITOR SUGGESTS REMEDY

The remedy, as the student editor
sees it, is as follows:

DIRECTORS 0 CLOSE
PENINSLILA HOTEL

San Mateo Hostelry Proves a
Losing Venture and Doors
Will Be Shut

Manager Says House Will Only
Be Out of Business Dur-
ing Winter

SAN MATEQ, Dec. 11.—Having had
the house open a little less than nine
months, the directors of the Peninsula
hotel found that they were up against
a stiff losing game, and at a meeting
held last night the edict went forth
that the huge caravansary, whose open-
ing February 22 was a great social
event, should close its doors on the
morning of December 16.

The Peninsula hotel was promoted
by the members of the San Mateo
board of trade, Thomas R. Turner and
Captain John Barneson. The home of
Alvinza Hayward, California’s most
notable and eccentric mining mil-
lionaire of the last decade, was pro-
cured and the beautiful residence was
altered and enlarged to complete a
hotel having accommodations for 250
guests.

J. H. Doolittle, formerly of the St.
Nicholas, was the first manager, his
place being taken later by George Mil-
ler of the Yellowstone park hotel sys-
tem. Lack of business caused a great
reduction of expense at the notel some
months ago, and there have been few
guests there for a number of weeks.

Manager Miller stated tonight that
the shutdown was only temporary,
lasting ghrough the winter season. The
Peninsula represents an investment of
$5600,000, the directors being Captain
John Barneson, Thomas R. Turner, J.
Coleman, George C. Ross, E. A. Hus-

ing, Joseph Levy and James H. Doo-
little.

J. P. MORGAN GIVES
CHURCHES $100,000

Bishop Nichols Telegraphs the
News of Donation of East-
ern Financier

J. Pierpont Morgan has given $100,-
000 to the fund for the rehabilitation of
the Episcopal churches of San Francis-
co which were destroyed in the great
fire, the news having been telegraphed
to this eity by Bishop Nichols, who is
in New York at the present time. Near-
ly an equal sum has been raised by
other donations, and it is probable
that the $200,000 mark will be reached
before the bishop's return.

The churches which will be particu-
larly benefited by this fund will be the
Church of the Advent, St. Luke’s and
St. John's, all of which were completely
destroyed. Temporary houses of wor-
ship have been used for the past two

years, and the erection of handsome
new buildings in each parish is
planned.

St. Luke's church will probably be
rebuilt on the old site in Van Nes ave-
nue at Clay street immediately after
the first of the year, or at least as
soon as satisfactory plans are secured.
The Church of the Advent will sell the
lot at Eleventh and Market streets,
where it was situated before the fire,
and will build in anqther part of the
city.

The gift from Pierpont Morgan
comes as the ratification of an agree-
ment made by him in 1906, when he
promised $100,000 if within three years
$900,000 were raised. Bishop Nichols
will return to California, it is expected,
before Christmas, and Archdeacon
Emery, who accompanied him east, is
now on his way home.

‘BABY JOHN'S PART
S POTAL POINT

Defense of Mrs. Martin Is That
the Boy Was an Accom-
plice’in Crime
This Would Necessitate Com-=
: plete Corroboration of

His Testimony

OAKLAND, Dec. 11.—The question
whether or not' John Martin was an
accomplice of his foster mother, Mrs.
Isabella J. Martin, in planning and ex-
ecuting her alleged crimés was the
point on which the final efforts of the
woman’'s defense turned in Judge Wells’
court today.

It the jury believes the contention of
the defense John was an accomplice
and his. testimony against her would
require complete corroboration before
it could be used In weighing the case
against her. Attorneys Frick and Wy-
man, who have defended Mrs. Martin,
hold that John was an accomplice and
that his testimony was not corroborated
by other evidence and that the case
against the woman would fail

along these lines and the instructions
submitted by the defense to Judge
Wells emphasized them. Irick closed
this afternoon, being followed by As-
sistant District Attorney Hynes. Hynes
will finish Monday morning.

Points. made by Hynes. were that
Mrs. Martin hated Judge Ogden, whose
house she was charged with dynamit-
ing, because Judge Ogden, in her be-
lief, advised the dismissal of her suit
for insurance against the Westchester
fire insurance company.-. She hated
Judge Samuels, for whom “Baby John”
Martin said they had prepared an in-
fernal machine, because he suggested
to her that Judge Sargent be called in
to try the case. Revenge was the mo-
tive for all her crimes, said Hynes,
who held that Baby John Martin was
forced to aid her and to carry out her
plans because he feared she would mur-
der him.

SANTA FE WANTS
LARGER REVENUE

President Ripley Sends Mes-
sage in Reply to Protest
Against Increased Tariff

E. P. Ripley, president of the Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe railroad, has
answered the protests of the trafiie
bureau of the Merchants' exchange and
of the California traffic association,
saying that ‘it is imperative that the
Santa Fe increase its revenues.

The proposed increase of 10 per cent
in the freight rates is not intended to
prevent the free movement of Califor-
nia products to eastern markets, nor
of any westbound freight, Ripley says.
In his opinion_a slight advance in
freight rates will not affect the move-

ment, of products in either direction.
As transcontinental tariffs apply to
and fromi all points in the United

States east of Colorado and a large
number of eastern railroads are parties
to.this tariff, he says, they would have
to be consulted as to any changes.

The reply of E, H. Harriman was
much more satisfactory. Harriman
stated that everything 1s in the hands
of ¥Freight Traffic Manager Jones and
expressed the wish that a gatisfactory
conclusion might be reached.

The executive comralittee . of the
traffic association met yesterday after-
noon, but no business was transacted
on account of the illness of Mr. Cham-
bers, traffic. manager of the Santa Fe,
and on account of the absence of
Traffic Manager Jones of the Southern
Pacifie.

FRANCHISES GRANTED
TO SOUTHERN PACIFIC

Company Bids $25,000 for the
Electric Railway Privileges
in Berkeley
BERKELEY, Dec. 11,—The Southern
Pacific company was awarded fran-
chises tonight for its electric system
in Berkeley on a bid of $25,000, which
was made by Jere Burke, after Burke

had" offered a $1,000 bid in nis own
name as a formality. The company
agreed to stand the expense of work
which will be necessary in Woolsey,
Ellsworth and other streets, in widen-
ing the roadways to accommodate the
tracks.

This is estimated to cost $25,000. A
bond.in $10,000 will be given to guar-
antee that the terms of the franchise
will be adhered to and that the new
system will be completed within three
years. The franchises cover the new
lines as projected in Ninth, California
and Ellsworth streets and the exten-
sion of the present Shattuck avenue
lpcal road from North Berkeley to form
a loop in the Ocean View district.

PDuncan McDuffie was granted a fran-
chise for a street railway line over
Moran and Sonoma avenues in North-
brae. This will give a service in that
tract in connection with the Oakland
Tractlen company’'s Grove street line.
