sistant District Attorney W. . L.
Hynes in the course of his argument 1o
a jury in the trial of Charles Pritch-
ard, who was convicted in the police
court this afternoon of selling pools.

YWalsh, who defended Pritchard, had
previously declared that the district
attorney’s office was =actuated by ul-
terior motives in attempting to close
the local poolrooms, their purpose being
to force the gamblers in this city to
patronize the racetrack. He added that
he knew personally that Thomas .
Williams, president of the New Califor-
nia jockey club, and the management

of the Southern Pacific company had
dominated the state legislature for
years.

“Counsel for the defense speaks truly
when he says that he has persor'\itl
knowledge that the Southern Pacific
dominates the state legislature,” de-
clared Hynes in an impassioned refuta-
tion of Walsh's statement. “When he
was a mémber of the legislature he was
not only on the payrell of the district
attorney’s office, but I have reason to
believe that he was in the pay of the
Southern Pacific.”

Walsh replied with a denial, but as-
serted that he would be proud to ap-
pear on the railroad payroll. He was

{associated in his law practice with for-

mer District Attorney J. J. Allen, spe-
cial attorney for the Southern Pacific
in Alameda county.
