Americans here are heartily in sym-
pathy -with the efforts of Tang Shao
VI in this direction. China is very:
sensitive on the subject of an equ3l>
diplomatic footing with Japan, and par-
ticularly since the episode of the 'visit
of the American battleships at Amoy.

Only half the* American fleet visited
the Chinese port, while the IS vessels
went to Yokohama. Furthermore, any-
thing that contributes to the success of
the mission of Tans Shao VIwill tend
to strengthen the efforts of Yuan Shal
Kal and others in the work of reform-
ing the court.
It is believed here that the reform

of the foreign board of empire and
the existing court practices, together

with the adoption of a reformed 'code,
the inauguration of court 3of law, th»
establishment of an improved financial
system and the abolition of the exist-
ing system" of extraterritoriality will
tend to Influence the powers toward
accepting the rank of China's diplo-
matic representatives.

Besides asking that the defendants

ARCHITECT'S WIFE
FAILS TO REFORM HIAI

AH Known Varieties of Wood
to Come From Orient for

K$ Coast Gardens
[Special Dispatch to The Call] , > ,_ .

CHICO, Dec. 24.
—

All the known va-

rieties of bamboo in the orient, con-
signed in one shipment of 140 tons, the
largest single Importation of the
growth ever brought to America, will
arrive in San Francisco January 11
from Japan. The 750 boxes, compris-
ing the shipment, will be placed aboard
10 freight cars and shipped at once to
the National plant introduction garden
at Chico for propagation until spring.

The bamboo is from the Yokohama
nursery and was gathered in China and
Japan by Explorer TO. D. Hill, who
comes to America with it. Inspection

and fumigation will be supervised by
Horticultural Inspector Ehrhorn. as-
sisted by Chief W. W. Tracy of Chico
and Dr. Moulton of San Jose. The de-
partment of agriculture has sent tel-
egraphic orders for the construction of
three large greenhouses at Chico for
propagation.

The department considered propa-
gating the bamboo^at Millionaire •Tevis'
gardens at Bakcrsfleld. but decided in
favor of Chico. Next spring the bam-
boo will be shipped to southern Cali-
fornia and southern states for cultiva-
tion.

Bettencourt did not ask particu-
lars regarding the methods to be pur-
sued in spreading higher .education
among children, but was readily moved
to turn over notes "which ho held and
cash which he had to assist the work."

He said he subsequently learned that
the society was insolvent and that the
organization was formed for the ex-
press purpose of defrauding and cheat-
ing the public.

Other plans outlined for Bettencourt
was the purchase of 100,000 shares of
an unknown industrial stock for $10,-
000. This was to be sold for $100,000
and Bettencourt was to be given a
heavy profit. But this was not done, he
said.
