Plum Pudding—A pound of suet, not
too finely chopped; a pound of cur-
rants and a pound of stoned raisins,
four eggs, half a grated nutmeg, an
ounce of finely chopped citron and
lemon peel, a teaspoonful of powdered
ginger, half a pound of bread crumbs,
two ounces of sugar, half a pound of
flour and a pint of milk; beat the eggs
first, add half the milk, beat them to-
gether and by degrees stir in the flour,
then the suet, spice and fruit, and as
much milk as will mix At well to-
gether. Then dip a cloth in boiling
water, squeeze it, tle up the pudding.
When the water is boiling fast, put the
pudding in. It should boil for at least
five hours.

Another Plum Pudding—To be boiled
in a quart mold. One pound of stoned
plums, three-quarters of a pound of
suet, half & pound of currants, two
ounces of candied lemon peel, sugar to
taste, four eggs, rather>more than one
pound of very fine bread crumbs. Beat
the eggs well, pour them over the
other ingredients, add a wineglass of
brandy, and stir well. If this is not
found sufficient to moisten the whole,
add a little milk; but the drier it is
made, so the ingredients adhere, the
petter.
