NAPLES, Jan. 1.

Up to the present
time 20,000 persons from the .earth-
quake zone have arrived here. The
hospitals are all filledand the churches,
public halls and theaters are being

fitted up to receive others. Many of
the injured were taken by force to the
hospitals, becoming frenzied with the
idea of being compalled to enter the
institution. .

Three tank steamers filled with
drinking water have left here for Mes-
sina. A large number of the persons
saved by the sailors of the Russian
warship Makaroff deprived themselves
of food and drink in order that the
sufferings of the more unfortunate
might be alleviated.

At Taormina, Sicily, where a number
of Americans are spending the winter,

it is said that the town escaped with
slight damage.
