Consul General Hsu Ping Chen sent
another messenger Jto Wong Dv King
yesterday, informing him that he would
be turned over to the civil authorities
at the first sign of a renewal of the
war between the On Ylck and Suey

Don tongs. The president of the Bing
Kungs was also told yesterday that
the Chinese ambassador in Washing-
ton would be told of the fighting rec-
ord of his tong and that his part In
the tong wars of- the last 15 years

would be reported to the ambassador
as well.

Wong Dv King denied rall knowledge
of the - killing and asserted yesterday
that it was a false statement made to
injure him.

In addition to this Information, the
consul general yesterday .received a
list of the tongmen who have been
murdered by Bing Kung tong fighters

since Wong Dv King has been presi-
dent of that tong. The Hat includes
the names of two Chinese Interpreters
employed by the government, who were
killed during the last year. They were
Louie* Mong, In Fresno, and Lee. Hoy.
In. Sacramento. These interpreters
were being employed by the govern-
ment in prosecuting Bing Kungtong-
raen at the time of their deau.

Information came to .the peace com-
mittee and* the consul general "V»ednea-
day that\Wong Dv King was secretly
plotting; to lend the assistance of the
fighting men of his tong to the Suey
Dons for ttie purpose of wiping out the
On Yicks in Sacramento.

"Wrecked at Foot of Market Street

Rescued by Police Launch
Ed Hansen, a sailor on the schooner

Snow &Burgess, tried to make his way
in a skiff yesterday morning from the
Pacific Mail wharf to his vessel, which
was anchored in Mission bay. The wind
waa blowing in heavy squalls and
there was a strong ebb tide running.
The combination was too much for
Hansen. His boat filled and was al-
most on the rocks at Goat island when
the police launch Patr^i went to his
assistance. Hansen was taken on board
the Patrol, which carried him and
towed his skiff to the Snow & Burgess.

Some weeks ago the Crowley barge
Shamrock broke away from a tug,
wandered out past Fort Point and
bumped Its way through the surf to a
sand .bed on the beach. Attempts to
drag the derelicfinto deep water were
unsuccessful, so Tom Crowley, who is
nothing if not resourceful, gave thb
contract for wrecking the barge to
McNab & Smith. With ropes and horses
the wreckers dragged the barge up the
beach and yesterday, after an overland
cruise of three and a half days from
the Cliff house, the- Shamrock arrived
at Crowley's boathouse. Itmade the
journey on a truck drawn by 16 horses.
The barge was launched from the bulk-
head and will be towed to the dry-
dock today for repairs.

Barge Come* Home Overland

The Watson A. West is owned by the
S. E. Slade lumber company.

It is believed that the holes were
bored at Grays Harbor, while the
schooner was loading lumber for this
port, and where there was some fric-
tion between the agent and the long-
shoremen. The West arrived here
Christmas day. Shortly after getting
io sea the fact, that the vessel was
leaking was discovered. As the schoon-
er had leaked but littlebefore, ltcaused
Captain Sorensen considerable anxiety,
which was not relieved when a careful
search failed to reveal any reason
for it.

An attempt to sink the
'

schooner
Watson A. West was discovered yes-
terday when the vessel was placed on
the Sixteenth street drydock for the
purpose of locating a mysterious leak
that had bothered Captain Sorensen
during the voyage from Grays Harbor.
When the dock had been pumped out
three one inch auger holes were dis-
covered, on the port side, between the
fore and main rigging and about two
feet below what had been the water
line when the vessel "was loaded. Al-
though there was a distance ot four
feet between the first and third hole,
ihe auger in each case, after piercing:
the schooner's skin, had entered a solid
frame. But for thin the schooner un-
doubtedly would either have sunk
alongside the dock or would have be-
come waterlogged soon after putting
to sea. As it was considerable water
trickled in, and the West arrived here
with 27 inches of water in its hold.
