The Ironing Board (Catherine Carroll,
avenue, Sunset, San Fran-
cisco)—Let me tell the readers of the
Modern House Keeper page of two idaas
for the kitchen and home. First—in-
stead of using the light and wobbly
ironing board, as we are expected to
buy, 1 had one especially made from
two inch sugar pine and somewhat
wider and longer than ironing boards
usually run.

SUIT FOR $50,000,000 IS
DISMISSED IN U. S. COURT

Construction Bonds of Union
Pacific Subject of Fight

The suit instituted against the South-
ern Pacific company and others by John
A. Kuykendall, as administrator of the
estate. of Charles Durkee, who died in
Utah in 1870, leaving $9,000,000 of con-
struction bonds of the Union Pacific
raflroad, which was in the United States
circuit court, was dismissed yesterday
by District Judge Willilam Van Fleet
because none of the parties to the suit
were residents of this distriect. The
suit was tried and lost years ago in the
Utah courts, and an attempt to, reopen
the case 'was the object in instituting
iresh proceedings here.

The construction bonds of the rail-
road were purchased by Durkee while
living in Utah in 1865. Five years later
he died, naming John A. Kuykendall
administrator of his- will. An attempt
was made to realize on the bonds, with-
out success, If the bonds could be
cashed, with interest at 6 per cent since
the time of purchase, the estate of Dar-
kee would realize over $50,000,000.

Besides the Southern Pacific company,
there were mentloned as respondents in
the suit the Central trust company and
the Farmers' trust company, both con-
cerns being located in New York.

10 GET $612,500

Receiver Le Bréton Proposes a
Dividend of Seven Per
Cent for Depositors

Recommends That Western Pa-

cific Stock Be Held for an
Inevitable Rise

E. J. Le Breton, receiver of 1‘}1e de-
funct California safe deposit and trust
company bank, made application to the
superior court yesterday for permission
to pay the creditors a first dividend of
7 per cent on their claims. That would
mean a distribution of $612,500, In his
petition the receiver stated that he had
$658,385 available for distribution, or
more than enough to meet the dividend
and pay preferred claims, The liabili-
ties of the bank were put at $8,729,897.
Lie Breton is of the opinion, from pres-
ent indications, that at least 26.42 per
cent can be realized on the assets of the
bank.

The petition was contained in a volu-
minous report on the conditions of the
bank and was offered in court by At-
torney de Laveaga. Of particular in-
terest to depositors will be the state-
meng incorporated by Le Breton in his
report regarding negotiations now be-
ing carried on with the stock holders
ind directors of the bank for a compro-
mise of the claims of the creditors ofy
the bank, Regarding this matter, Le
Breton says in his report:

“The superior court has decided that
the claim of creditors against stock
holders for proportionate liabilities is
of a personal character and that the
receiver has no power under the present
law to bring any suit against the stock
holders for proportionate Hability neor
against former directors for malfea-
sance.,”

In outline, the plan under conslder-
ation is that the stock holders and
former directors raise a sum amount-
ing to 6 or 7 per cent of the total lia-
bilities, TUpon the distribution of the
money secured in this way the receiver

would present to the creditors for their |
signature a document agreeing to re-| |

can count on receiving $50,000 addi-
tional assets within the next two
months. He advises strongly that the

Western Pacific stock which the bank

holds be not sold at present, as he ex-

pects that it will prove a big asset to
the creditors in the future.

In concluding his petjtion the receiver
says:

“Unless the calculations of the re-
ceiver] are very much at fault, he will
yet reéceive from the assets of the bank
nearly $2,000,000, and it would appear
prudently safe to distribute now to the
general creditors a first payment of 7
per cent on account of their claims.
The above recommendation is, of course,
based upon the assumption that there
is no merit In the claims that the sav-
ings accounts are preferred claims en-
titled to be paid in full 'The receiver
is advised that there is no serious foun-
dation for this claim.”

The case of the California safe de-
posit and trust company is now pending
in Judge Seawell's court. The hearing
on the petition will be set for the latter
part of February.
