Any racing scheme which may be
under consideration for Tia Juana
would necessarily have to be on a mod-
est scale, as the population requisite
to support racing of. the metropolitan
type is lacking in the vicinity of the
proposed site. San Diego the onlycity
of any importance in the locality, is
an atractive tourist point, but Its
population is not sufficiently large to
warrant the attempting of anything
but a limited meeting.

Barney Schreiber. whose name was
mentioned in connection with the Tia
Juana project, said yesterday that he
had been approached on the subject,
but that he had declined to become in-
terested. According to Schreiber. a
syndicate of Los Angeles racing men is
promoting the project.

Meanwhile California turfmen are
following closely the legislative de-
velopments at Sacramento. If thu
Walker-Otis bill is enacted by the sen-
ate this week and is approved by tha
governor within the 10 days allowed
him by the constitution for -the con-
sideration of measures passed by the
legislature, its provisions will become*
operative shortly before the dato
scheduled for the closing of the present
racing season. Under the California
constitution the bill will become effec-
tive 60 days after the governor's sig-
nature makes it a law. Allowingthat
the bill is promptly passed by the sen-
ate and that the governor holds it a
reasonable time, the date for its be-
coming operative would be about the
middle of April. The local racing sea-
son is scheduled to run until May 1and
the Arcadia meeting until April25.

Williams, who has been confined to
his home by a temporary indisposition
for several days, declared over th«
phone last night that the only knowl-
edge concerning the project that he
possessed had been gleaned from The
Call. When Williams argued against
the pending anti-racing legislation at
the recent committee hearing at Sacra-
mento he referred to the fact that he
