Davis has been advised of the situa-
tion and an effort may be made to have
the present legislature restore to the

state the rights relinquished in IS7S.
A restoration of these rights and a
continuation of the sea wall would
probably bring the transport wharves
now under construction by the govern-
ment at Fort Mason within the juris-
diction of the state.

Now comes the discovery that when
the' fishermen were moved from near
Vallejo street the board of harbor com-
missioners then in power moved them
to a place In the

'
relinquished terri-

tory. That and subsequent boards*
have built sea wall protection and made
other improvements on what for the
present is no man's land. The present
board strengthened the wharf by the
addition of concrete piers. The harbor
commission has practically extended
the sea wall for a block beyond its

Jurisdiction.

By.an act of the legislature passed
in 1878 the state relinquished its con-
trol over the -water front from Taylor
street north. ,The fact of this relln-
quishment . remained buried until re-
cently, when the proposed construction
of private wharves in the relinquished
territory aroused the state officials to
a realization that the states control
and revenues on the water front were
in danger of encroachment.

-When" Engineer Ralph Bark"er began
to prepare plans for the concrete barge
office which the harbor commissioners
proposed to build. at the end of the
breakwater that protects Fisherman's
wharf;. he discovered that the break-
water, Fisherman's wharf and other
improvements made by this and previ-
ous boards, extend for a block beyond
the state's jurisdiction. His report to
this effect caused a stir at yesterday's
meetmg of the harbor commission, as
the publication of the fact will probably

lead ,to complications- with the fisher-
men, the tolls on whose boats form an
important item in

nues.

Collins' home is on his beat, and he
turned in for a quiet nap. The
sergeant, ended the slumber, and last
right the policeman, who has been on
the force but seven months, was com-
pelled to pay a fine of $30.

Patrolman Alexander .1. Doyle was
the fourth policeman to face the com-
missioners. He was charged with hav-
ingassaulted Mrs. Ruby Xorelga on the
niprht of January 29 at her home, 1577
O'Farrell street. Doyle attempted to
establish an alibi through the testimony
of fellow policemen, and several wit-
nesses appeared for the complainant.
After a secret session the board decided
to dismiss Doyle.

HOTELMEX ASK MEETING
The commissioners last night de-

cided to meet the hotelmen of the city
Wednesday afternoon at 4 o'clock in
the council to discuss ;the efficacy of
th«» present rule prohibiting drinks
from being served in hotel rooms. The
hotelmen contend that they do not de-
sire the money to be gained from the
enterprise and are willingto turn over
the profit so secured to charity, but say
they only wish to accommodate their
guests.

BY COMMISSIONERS

Engineer Barker submitted a report
of damage done to state property by
different vessels. December 26 the
Southern Pacific steamer Transit raked
the ferry slip at Lombard street to the
tune of $740.97; the steamer Ravalli
December 29 damaged the north side
.of pier 16 to the extent of $67.55; Jan-
uary 4 the Nippon Maru leaned against
the dolphin at the southeast corner of
pier 42 and displaced state property
valued at $24.84; January 12 the
lighter San Pablo did $20.51 worth of
damage to pier 15, and January 16 the
Southern Pacific ferry steamer Newark
tried to take a short cut out over Wash-
ington street wharf and made an im-
pression -which It will cost $112.70 to
remove.

The board refused to pay the claim
of the Matson navigation company for
damage sustained by the bark St.
Katherine. whose planks were scratched
and torn by bolts protruding from new
driven piles at Folsom street wharf
No. 2.

Collector of the Port Fred Stratton's
request for a renewal of the privileges
enjoyed by the customs department
along the water, front was referred to
the chief wharfinger.

The commissioners declared the free
market closed and the superintendent
dismissed, the order to become effective
March 1. The secretary was directed
to ask the board's attorney to consult
with the state authorities at Sacra-
mento regarding the future of the mar-
ket and, if possible, to secure legisla-
tion which would undo the act under
which the free market was reluctantly
established.

M. V. Vanderhoof, the superintend-
ent, filed with the board a report -to
the effect that he had notified the four
remaining tenants of the board's reso-
lution calling for an increase In tolls
sufficient to cover the running expenses
of the market. The tenants had folded
their tents and •fled, and Vanderhoof
could see no prospect of their places
ever being taken. He places the blame
for the failure of the experiment upon
the producers, who, he. said, became
careless in the matter of packing and
later sent their high grade produce to
the commission houses and their in-
ferior stuff to the free market.

The state free market is no more.
Its death knell was soirhded at yester-
day's meeting of the harbor commis-
sioners, and if-the harbor commission-
ers can 'help it there will be no resur-
rection. .

management, of some of the famous
Comstock mining properties, and has
been forced to resign as the superin-
tendent of three mining companies.

A joint;meeting of the boards of
directors of the Union consolidated,
Sierra Nevada and. Mexican companies,
of which Ryan has-been superintendent
for a number of years, was held last
Saturday. Ryan was called on by E. B.
Sturges, the Pennsylvania capitalist whorecently acquired control of .severalproperties on the Comstock lode, and
was accused of having written threat-
ening letters, to the latter's son, George
Sturges, superintendent of the Crown
Point mine. The anonymous eommuni-"
cations were shown Ryan, who stoutly
denied their authorship.
.The letters in question had previously
been compared by Kytka with exem-
plars consisting of letters written by
Ryan to Sturges, and the expert did
not hesitate to declare that all had
been written by the samo-person and
on the same typewriter. On -the
strength of this testimony Ryan was
asked to resign as superintendent of
all three companies, and .despite hisprotestations of innocence the" resigna-
tions were accepted.
