
The examination of the piers under
pier 9 can be conducted only at low
tide, so it will be some days before
Barker willbe able to make a complete
report. The original contract for pier
9 was let January 14, 1902. to Hyde.
Harjes & Co.. the total cost being $92.-
649.92. Engineer Lott D. Norton su-
perintended the construction, and one
Guilfoy was employed on the' work as
inspector.

There are four stato insp«ctor3. men
selected by Engineer Barker, employed
on pier 40. When the wooden cylin-
der has- been pumped dry one of the
inspectors la lowered to the bottom,

and no cement is put in until he Is sat-

isfied. He stays down and comes up
with the cement, and on the way sees
that the contractor's man properly
tamps (town the mixture.

Engineer Barker also watches his
inspectors as closely as they watch
the contractor.

"My own observations for th« two
years Ihave been on the commission,"
he said, "and the opinion of competent
engineers ,justify me in saying that
pier 40 *3 the only dock on the water
front that is absolutely right. Ido
not mean by this to say that the others
are unsafe. But Ido mean that the
supports of pier.40 are permanent sup-
ports that will neither sink, slide nor
crumble, but willbe as good ma hun-
dred years as they are today?"

foundation was pier 40, n«? w ln course
of construction. He was discussing

the crumbling piers discovered under
Broadway street wharf No. 1. which
