Reports of
additional companies in the trade cutting wages were not a detriment to _the
market. Amalgamated copper shared quite fully in the strength of United
States steel and was not apparently hurt by another reduction of copper
pricey here and in London.

The February trade statement was a remarkable one both by reason
of the heavy shrinkage in value of exports and of the increase in imports,
reaching $41*. 721,000 in the former case and $33,883,000 in the latter, compared
with the year before. Over $30,000,000 of the decline in exports, is in agri-
cultural exports due to the check on foreign demand by reason of the high
prices prevailing. There can be no doubt that the growth of imports is
significant of the revival of the purcasing power in the country. The effect
on the merchandise balance in bringing the excess value of exports down
