ing at a dance. Then she was struck
twice on the head. She was knocked
unconscious and did not recover her
senses until she had been dragged to a
vacant lot near by. where all her cloth-
ing was torn off by the brutal fiend.

Ina weak voice and her eyes turned
appealingly to the attorneys, the girl
faltered through her story of the crime.
She was spared as much as possible by
both sides, and though Pia's attorneys
attempted to shake her testimony they
did not succeed.
