"A section is added applying the same rules
to patents obtained in the United States- by
aliens that are adopted by the country of which
these aliens are citizens in respect to patents-
issued there to citizens, of the United States.
This will either compel foreigners obtaining
patents from the United States to build factories
and manufacture here for our trade or eventually
forfeit the right,to their patents.

"A section is Inserted .preserving the Cubanreciprocity provisions of the present law.
"Provision is made to termlnte various com-

mercial agreements with foreign countries ac-
cording to the terms of said agreements by no-
tice and in the meantime keeping faith In these
agreements. .

Regarding the miscellaneous provisions of the
bill, Mr. Payne stati-s: T

: "The,bill provides for reciprocal free trade
with the Philippine islands on all articles, but
limitingthe sugar to be imported free of duty to
300,000 tons: wrapper tobacco to COO.OOO pounds
and G.000.000 poutids of filler tobacco, and 150,-
000,000 cigars in any one fiscal year. The ex-
cess of sugar, tobacco and cigars to pay full
tariff rates. Thin exemption from duty is cou-
ttned to the growth of pnxlucts of the Islands,
however, and does not admit articles. Imported
into the Philippine islands from a foreign coun-
try without payment of full rates of duty oa
sucu importations.

"The new tariff bill Is a minimum and maxi-
mum tariff bill. The minimum rates of duty are
contained in tbc first section, and the free list
for the minimum rates is In the second section
of the bill. The third section contains the maxi-
mum rates which are generally equal to the-min-
imum rates and 20 per cent in additlou thereto,
and the articles on the free list, in the transfer
to the third .section, bear 1 duty of 20 per
centum ad valorem as a maximum rate. The
maximum rate does not go Into effect in any
event until 60 days after the passage of the
act. By the fourth section the minimum rates
arc applied- to all goods imported .from auy
country which gives the United States as good
terms -by way of tariff as that, given to any
other nation, and the maximum rates are ap-
plied to those countries which discriminate
against the trade of the United States, or fail to
give the United States tariff rates as favorable
as those given any other nation. This section is
self-acting, making it the duty of the •executive
to collect the duties, whether minimum or maxi-
mum, lv accordance with the terms of the bill,
leaving it open to the courts to decide upon the
legality of the action."

DBFEarSE WITNESSES CALLED

British Public Interested

LONTDOX. March 17.—The question
of tariff revision has an unusual inter-
est for the British public and the
American tariff, bill and Its fate in
congress will be watched with keen In-
terest to ascertain whether there is any
slackening in the belief in America in
the virtues of a protectionist" system.

The American correspondents of the
English newspapers refuse to believe
.that the senate will sanction any really
effective reduction In duties.

They point out that there have been
four revisions of the tariff since the
civil war. but that none has resulted
in materially reducing duties.

The most interesting- points of the
bill for the British public are the pro-
posed application of an extra duty on
tea, which will severely affect theBritish, and the patent clause, which is
regarded as a retaliation for the act
promulgated by David Lloyd George.
The reduction of steel duties ia ex-
pected to benefit the British trade.

On the whole, however, the bill isregarded as doing little to assist Eng-
H«h trade and is likelyto help the pro-
tectionist party here in its campaign,

.which is growing: more and more
prominent.

"One problem that confronted the committee
was the question of revenue. The business of
nil commercial nations has been decreased for
nearly two years and thus has affected our
commerce and greatly reduced our revenues,
H that we have a large deficit, but the reve-
nues under the present law are improving
from month to month, as business conditions
are becoming better.
