BY PROPOSED LAM

in Election of Superintendent T
Causes Feud

Objection Made to -Payme:;t 'qi
Salary While Attending
Legislative Session

The statements of Superintendent
Roncovieri of thé school department
that false 'salary reports were made by
two of the teachers have been chal-
lenged and a feud in the inner educa-
tional circles has been revealed.

_All the trouble appears (o center
about a measure before the legislature
changing the manner of selecting
county superintendents’ of schools. Un-
der the present s_’sxem the officer |is
elected by the people. A constitu-
tional amendment has been introduced
which gives the legislature the power
to devise'a new method. The object is
to give the appointment to the board
of education or some other body. The
argument advanced in support of this
proposal is that ‘it will result in the
selectdon of a trained educator, while
any one is eligible under the present
law.

A large number of educators are in
favor of the change, but Roncovieri
is opposed to it. Among those who
have supported the new measure are
the two teachers whom Roncovieri has
accused. They were in Sacramento
last month in the interest of the
amendment with the permission of
President Joseph O'Connor of  the
board of education and that is where
the trouble began.

F. K. Barthel, who has supervision
of the manual training department of
the grammar schools, and F. E. Crofts
of the Lowell high school are the
teachers accused by Roncovieri. They
wére in Sacramento one day of the
school term and Roncovieri objected
when their bills were passed for a full
month's pay.

“lI was in Sacramento one evening
in February,” said Barthel yesterday,
“and 1 spent the following day in-
specting the manual tralning depart-
ment of the Sacramento schools. 1
did this in company with and with the
permission of President O'Connor of
the school board.

“The rules of the schools specifically
state that we shall devote one day a
term to inspection of other schools,
and as I dfd this with the official con-
sent of the department I naturally put
in my bill. for the full month. Mr.
Roncovieri’'s objection is due simply to
the fact that we favored the bill that
he is fighting."

GROVER CLEVELAND

President Addresses "Anniver-
sary Exercises in Car-
negie Hall ’
Declares Democrat Was . as
Completely American
as Lincoln

NEW YORK, March 18.—President
Taft came to New York to eulogize
ih his first public address as president
a democratic predecessor in the office he
now flls—the late Grover Cleveland.

The president spoke at the Cleveland
seventy-second anniversary exercises in
Carnegic hall and was an interested
listener to the trihutes to Jleveland to-
night when the ceremonies were con-
tinued in the auditorjum of thLe College
of the City of New York.

Taft's address in part was as fol-
lows:

PRES!DEI\'T TAFT'S ADDRESS

¢ “Fellow citizens—Grover Cleveland
was as a completely American in his
character as Lincoln. Without a col-
lege education, he prepared himself
for the bar. He was a public product
of the village and town life of the
middle states, affected by New England
ancestry and the atmosphere of a
clergyman's home. His chief charac-
teristies were simplicity and honesty,
courage of his convictions, with a
sense of public duty that has been
exceeded by no statesman within my
knowledge.

POWER TO RESIST

“"His career was a most remarkable
one. By his administration of the af-
fairs of his city as its mayor he showed
his power to resistance to and over-
coming the influences that made for
corruption both in his own party and
in the party of his opponents. His
reputation in this regard spread over
his native state of New York at a time
when suech an attitude of his seemed
exceptional, and his standing before
the community becamg an asset of the
democratic party that even those who
had but little s_vmpd!hy with his prin-
ciples were glad to seize upon him as
a means of getting into power. Aec-
cordingly he was nominated for the
governorship and was elected by the
votes, not only of his own party, but
of thousdnds of the republican party.
The discharge of his duties as gov-
ernor confirmed and strengthened the
reputation that he had acquired as a
mayor. Before he had ceased his of-
fice as mayor he had been elected gov-
ernor, Before he had ceased his office
4s governor he had been elected presi-
dent of the United States.

DEFENDS FEDERAL GOVERNMENT

Another debt wjich the country owes
to Mr. Cleveland is the assertion, made
through him as its chief executive, of
the power of the federal government
directly to defend the federal govern-
ment through the process of federal
courts and by federal troops against
the lawless invasion of a mob.

Grover Cleveland earned the grati-
tude of his countrymen. He was a
great president, not because he was a
great lawyer, not because he was a
brilliant orator, not because he was a
Statesman of profound learning, but
because he was a patriot with the high-
est sense- of pubiic duty: because he
was a statesman of clear perceptions
of the utmost courage of his convie-
tions, and of great plainness of speech;
because he was a man of the highest
character, a father and a husband of
the best type and because throughout
his political life he showed these rug-
ged virtues of the public servant and
citizen, the emulation of which by
those who follow him will render the
high ideals of our political life toward
better things a certainty.
TRAVELS IN CONSTITUTION

President Taft and his party reached
Jersey City at 1 o’clock on the regular
Washington express, to which was at-
tached the private car he had provided
at his personal expense. Taft traveled
in the Constitution, the car he has used
during 40,000 miles of campaigning last
fall and from which he made more than
400 speeches.

Arriving at Jersey City th
tial party was. greeted b
throng. Heads were bared as the pres-
ident passed along the station platform.
The members of the party entered au-
tomobiles and were driven to the resi-
dence of Henry W. Waft.

Tomorrow Taft will go to New Haven,
Conn., to attend a meeting of the Yale
corporation. It will be the first visit
of a Yale graduate as president to the
old campus, and a unique demonstration
is looked for.

tests and chemilecal analysis, together
can the best material be obtalned, and
there must be a certainty that all raw
material used for the production of its
goods must be practically of the same
composition. When a shipment of either
rubber or fabric is received at the fac-
tory it is sampled several times and
the samiples sent to the chemical la-
boratory for analysis. If this analysis
shows the samples to be up to standard
and within the requirement and pec-
ifications in every way the goods are
accepted, and if not they are refused.
The analysis of a single sample for
a shipment is not accepted by the com-
pany as sufficient; a sample is taken
from each lot and tested. When this
careful inspection was first commenced
many flaws were to be found in the
materials, but after much of the ship-
ment was sent back the shippers be-
came more careful.”
