"Some months a#o Mary stayed away
from school and failed to bring an ex-
cuse, as is requiped.

.Mary's mother denied having eitTier
seen the letters In question or starting
the stories. Komura, the Japanese stu-
dent, swore that he was unable to write
a letter in English. Miss Beyfuss, the
teacher incharge of the class, said;

From Mary's mild protest there
evolved a story to the effect that Ko-
mura, who had a seat behind her in
school, had penned certain obnoxious
letters to her, and that he had annoyed

her to such an extent that she was
(forced to keep. away from her classes.
The political point made was that the
school administration, including Evans,
had refused to take any action, disre-
garding the protests of Mary's mother.

There were thrae candidates for the
two offlces of school trustees, Evans,
Clinton Folger and John, D. Saxe.
Evans and Folger are the incumbents',
and ultimately the fight narrowed down
to Saxe and Evans.
