Principal Cleveland Primary Schoeol
HIS school has been made neces-
sary by the crowding fo the eut-
lying districts of the city after the

great disagter of 1906. The building is

a temporary one, but one of the best

builit of the temporary schoolhouses.

There are eight large rooms arranged
around a gquadrangie. Each room is
light and comfortably furnished; all of
the rooms have draped flags and most
of them pretty plants, pictures and cur-
tains that give a cozy, homy atmos-
phere. The classes are crowded with
primary children, there bheing no grade
above the fourth and four first grade,

There is very little yard room, the
older pupils playing in the street and
in a nearby vacant lat. ‘

The small yard is filled with sg@nd
drifted by the wind and brought down
from the hills by the terrents. ef rain
of the past winter.

It is & veny pretty sight td loek upon
when the little ones are making for-
tresses, castles and tunneis.

The attitude of the children is es-
pecially happy. That they love their
schoel is evidenced by the excellent
attendance. On the 16th there were

Mrs. Davis’' class of 56 third grade
pupils had not a pupil absent or tardy
for the first week of this tefm, Mrs.

Much attention is given to the sing-
ing, Which .is excellent. Added to the
flag salute the children repeat the sen-
timent, “We should never forget that
we are little Americans, proud of our
school, proud eof our home, proud of
our country.”
