The story' began when Mrs. Rodia,
who lives in.Adams street, complained
to Hinton that her .husband had black-
ened ,her eye and 'mistreated her Jn
other ways;; Hinton jcalled upon Miller
to make the arrest after he had issued
the: proper warrant,; but the town mar-
shal,.new-^in the. routine .-of -.the law,
called upon Mayor Roberts for advice.

The mayor twas equally ignorant as
to the proper course of procedure and
called other members of the board of
trustees in conference. The result was

arrest.

White was accused of stealing a
horse and, after strenuously denying
the charge, broke down and pleaded
guilty, fasking immediate sentence.
Later in the county jail he confessed
to Donahue, as reported, that he was
a deserter from the United States navy
and had stolen the horse to raise funds
to get to his home in Massachusetts.

-White is about 30 years of age, and
examination of the prison records
showed that the first1term for burglary
with which he had* been- charged was
served 20 years ago. making it improb-
able,that he should be the' man. To
make this certain Captain of the
Guards P. J. Cochrane, of Folsom wa,s
called and. after seeing White in the
county jail, failed to identify him as
a former convict.

Judge Brown will pass sentence on
White tomorrow.

seminaries. Mrs. Mills* decision to re-
lire at the *nd of the term just closed
was announced by her some months
ago.

Mrs. Susan Mills, who Is now 84
years of age. has been an educator for
60 years. Mills college was founded
In1i65. and Mrs. Mills becamejts head
in 1574. since which time the college
has graduated thousands of young
women, many of whom have reached
places of distinction.

The classes which were graduated
today were composed of 10 young
women from the college. 35 from the
seminary and two from the department
of household economics.

The announcement was made to them
and their guests at the exercises to-
day caused regret. Mrs. Mills has made
the college one of the leading places
of study in California and she is
ranked high among educators.
