LEACH DISCUSSES
WATER RATE CASE

President of People’s Company
Says About $78,000 Is
Involved

—

OAKLAND, July 9.—President Frank
A. Leach of the People’s water companv
has prepared a statement defining his
company's attitude-in the recent de-
cision of the supreme court reversing
Judge E. C. Hart's decision nullifying
the ordinance fixing the water rates for

Oakland for the year 1800. Since that
time the plant of the Contra Costa
water company has been taken over
by the People’s water company.

STATEMENT BY LEACH

Leach’s statement is in part as fol-
lows:

Before any new trial by the superior court of
Alameda county, the water compuny will have
the right to lut‘odnce any such new and further
facts showing the valumtion of the plant as
may seem best to the directors of the water
company. What the outcome of that trial may
be can neot, of course, be predicted. The supreme
court merely holds that the facts which were
produced at the former trial were not sufficient
to sustain the $7,000,000 valuation fixed by
Judge Hart for the year of 1900. Of course,
this valuation only affected the Oakland aivisfon
and did not include the RBerkeley, Alameda,
Richmond, Piedmont, San Leandro or Alameda
county branches of the water company.

In the event, however, that it should be
finally decided that the water company was not
entftled to the rates which- were collected it
would have small bearing on the finances of the
company as the amount to be rebatéd to the
city of Oakland and its citizens has been greatly
exaggerated. The maximum amount that could
gnsnihly be recovered would not exceed about
78,000.

MAY HAVE TO RETRY CASE

It is too early for the bhoard of directors to
determine what it will do in relation to trying
the case over again. It may be possible that
there are some points of law in relation to
fixing the matter of rates of great value not
only to the water compdny but to the people
of Oakland for the future guidance In rate
fixing that have not been settled in this de-
cision, and it might be necessary to retry the
case again. ¢

In the statements that have been made as to
the amount of rehates involved the sum has
been greatly exaggerated, due to the fact thdt
these estimates were made by persons estimating
amounts invelved for the period extending over
several years of water rate controversy, where-
as the declsion under discussion only affects the
water rate for the fiscal year 1901 and fs a com-
paratively small amount.

The decision, of course, does not have any
bearing on the present rates of the People's
water company, 28 they are now established un-
der an agreement with the city of Oakland and
are practieally the rates that were contended
for by the representatives of the city of Oak-
Iand at the time the sult was commenced which
made the fight for water rate reduetion.

As to the eity purchasing the water plant or
such part of It as might be required for city
purposes, the company is not unfriendly to the
proposition but it is a question that has not pro-

VARIED ATTEMPTS
AT SUICIDE FAIL

Laundry Worker Tries Devious
Methods Without Success;
Is Thought Insane

Prizgint displayed a peculiar pallor at
the receiving hospital, which caused
Dr. Irwin and Steward Platt to use the
stomacn pump, and later an eight ounce
bottle of strychnine was found In his
clothinz. He had swallowed a quantity
of the drug before leaping from the
window.

Except for the fact that his strength
was gone Prizgint was physically little
the worse for his experiences, the
wounds oa his wrists being superficial.

SANTA CRUZ WANTS
THE EARLY TRAIN

Businessmen Fear That Morn-
ing Service May Be Aban-
doned by Southern Pacific

[Special Dispatch to The Call]

SANTA CRUZ, July 9.—The Santa
Cruz chamber of commerce has entered
into negotiations with the Southern Pa-
cific company in the hope to continue
the train service which brings the San
Francisco morning papers into the city
at 9:40 o'clock,

Special stress is laid by the commer-
cial body upon the fact that the ar-
rival of this train with the morning
mail from San Francigco will enable
the local merchants to receive and
answer on the same day their corre-
spondence, which is heaviest from San
Francisco and way stations.

The early arrival of the train like-
wise facilitates the handling and dis-
tribution of a great volume of the daily
postoffice business, and Postmaster
Lincoln is among those who are plead-
ing for the continuance of the early
morning train service.

If the train is taken off, as threat-
ened, the mail will not arrive until
nearly noomn ‘and will not be distrib-
uted until afternoon.
