WILL ASK PURCHASE
OF CITY CREMATORY

Berkeley Council to Propose
Bonds for Site and Building
for Incinerator

BERKELEY, July 12.—If the recom-
mendations of the new city council are
well received by the people, the garbage
question, which has given more bother
than almost’ any civic problem of the
last five years, will be a thing of the
past. Plans were discussed by the coun-
cil in informal session this morning for
the submission to the people of bonds
of about $60,000 for the building of an
incinerator for the destruction of the
garbage of this city.

Should the plan carry, and in view
of the recent garbage disposal troubles
there seems to be little doubt of the
favorable action of the voters, the city
will have a crematory which will do
away with the Oakland plan of haul-
ing the garbage to sea and prevent a
recurrence here of the shotgun days,
when the scavengers were stood up at
the dumps and prevented by the peo-
ple from dumping refuse in West
Berkeley and Ocean View. \

Councilman McClure suggested the
incinerator idea, and his plan met with
the favorable response of the council
According to his scheme the scavengers
will do the hauling to the city crema-
tory and pay the city a tax for the
privilege of burning the garbage there.
This fee will more than pay the ex-
penses of the incinerating plant, which
will cost the city nothing for operation
after its initial cost of installation.

“The council is also in faver of a
central location for the incinerator site.

C_OMMENCE WORK ON
THE SALT WATER MAINS

Contractors Open Trenches for
Pipe Laying for New System

OAKLAND, July 12.—A carload of
pipe for the Franklin street main of
the auxillary salt water system arrived
at the Kirkham street freight depot of
the Southern Pacific this forenoon and
trench digging was commenced today
by the contractors, Cotton Brothers’
construction company. The material
was shipped last month from the Ten-
nessee mills of the United States pipe
company,

Several other ears of pipe are com-
ing west. The specifications of the
city engineer were so drawn that each
section had to be cast especially for
the auxiliary system, one of the re-
quirements being that the pipe should
be cast on end. The Franklin street
main will be the first laid, and the
street will be permanently paved when
the construction work in it is com-
pleted.

The auxiliary system is to cover the
business district between Washington
and Franklin streets and from Four-
teentl) street to the water front. The
pipes and hydrants will be installed in
that section of the city before connec-
tion is made with the pumping station
at Lake Merritt, whence the water sup-
ply will be drawn by two large en-
gines which have been built.

FIRE DESTROYS OLD
MENLO PARK LANDMARK

Kate Johnson Home, Gift to
Archbishop Riordan, Burned

MENLO PARK, July 12.—The de-
struction of the old Kate Johnson home
in the grounds of St. Patrick’'s semi-
nary yesterday by fire removed one

more link connecting this district with
the pioneer days of the early fifties.

The home was one of the historic
buildings of this section of the penin-
sula, being the first built here after the
American occupation. It was brought
around the Horn in sections from New
York and erected in 1852. The place
remained the home of Mrs. Johnson
until her death, 15 years ago, and by
her will was left, with 80 acres of
ground, to Archbishop Riordan to be-
come the site of the present Catholic
seminary.

During the last few years the old
home had been used as quarters for the
seminary workmen, the fire of yester-
day having been caused by the ex-
plosion of a lamp which one of the
laborers was filling.

That the relations between the navi-
gation company and the two banks may
have been involved was hinted at when
Bleakmore said that they held 60 serial

in

bonds of $1,000 denomination, issued by
the directors, and that at the close ,"t
the fiscal year, ending May 31, 1908,

the savings bank held overdrafts and
notes for $64,000 charged against the
navigation company.

In spite of the conditions of the bonds
that they should draw 5 per cent in-
terest and were to be redeemed at the
rate of three annually, no interest had
been paid for two years and no bonds
redeemed, according to the complaint.

The first alleged diversion of capi-
tal as dividends came May 31, 1908,
when $36,000 was said to have been

taken. A vear later $18,000 was used
for a similar purpose, said Bleakmore.
Though dividends were declared,

Bleakmore said that the earnings of the
company had exceeded the outgo by
but $100.28 for the two fiscal years
ending May, 1509, This resulted from
a deficit of $46,837.04 for the year end-
ing in May, 1908, and a surplus for
May, 1909, of $46,736.25.

Breakmore, who appears in the com-

plaint as his own attorney, charged
that no record appeared in the books
regarding the bonds, the interest or

the sinking fund, which should have

been created after the year 1906 for
their redemption.
