The; financial situation which has
been stewing along automobile row for
the last seven days came to a boiling
point yesterday, when one. of the larg-
est deals of the season was consum-
mated. It was the switching of an
agency of a prominent car, which, in-
volves from $600,000 to $700,000 for
next year's business. It will mark an
aggressive campaign In the popular
priced vehicles, and undoubtedly will
affect the agencies of some of the other
makes. Those handling the deal have
withheld the names of the parties in-
terested for the present, but the papers
are now signed and their transfer is
only necessary before publicity willbe
given to the transaction.

On the heels of this announcement
also was made known the fact that
the company handling the Royal Tour-
ist and Franklin cars is no longer the
agent for these makes. Representatives
for these companies have, lately been
here trying to continue the representa-
tion In San Francisco, and the district
hereabouts. Both representatives have
returned to tho factory without locat-
ing the cars with an agent. Itis stated
that the representatives of both makes
were seriously figuring, Just before
they left, on advocating the establish-
ment of a direct branch in this city.
This affects more especially the Frank-
lin car, which company has been estab-
lishing branch houses Inother parts of
the United States.

The announcement, exclusively in
The Call, of the absorption of the Ca-
dillac company by the General Motorscompany, which has for Its heads the
owners of the Buick factory, caused
considerable comment. Itwas thought
that there might be a change in the

agency of the Cadillac car because of

the new ownership!' But, .on. definite^
information received from the new.

'owners. Itis stated that no change will
take place in the Cadillac sales depart-

ment or agencies until the business for
the i9llproduct is closed. Undoubtedly

This means, besides
the five already noted, that, more -will
undoubtedly be added to the list. San
Francisco and the district which Itsup-
plies, which is north of the .Tehachapi,
has at last been recognized by the
manufacturers as a right field for sales
and they are now beginning to:make
strenuous efforts to get representation
here.

Within the last 30 days' four of the
Los Angeles dealers who •handle cars
that are not in the local market have
been in the city looking over the situa-
tion, trying to place agencies or secure'
permanentquarters in automobile row.
From the statement" of these dealers
they undoubtedly will/be on hand when
the next selling season opens to battle
for;the trade.

Local Enthusiasts Are Consid-
ering Annual Endurance Run

Announcement was recently made
into the Detroit council of two ordi-
nances relating to automobile 'matters:
One of these provides that professional
chauffeurs must take an examination
as to their fitness to drive cars. Ap-
plicants must be more than 18 years
of age, and must pay 12. for.the license,
and 50 cents per year for renewal. .The
license may be revoked: uponTconvic-
tlon of intoxication while;in charge of
a car, or of attempting to escape after
causing damage or injuryr.The other
ordinance limits the speed of automo-
biles in certain congested. districts at
certain hours of the, day- to lour
miles per hour. ,;.Botn ordinances were
referred to the committee :and Hill

New Jersey has just passed a law
requiring all vehicles to carry lights
after sundown. This .means ;that not
only automobiles,- but every vehicle
using the highways must .be ,so
equipped. #

The New York taxlcab company has
announced a reduction in the mile-
age rate of its vehicles for the first
half mile to 30 cents and 10 c^nts for
<>ach extra half mile: the same fee, one
to four persons, day or,night, and no
sending charge. The coicpany operates
600- cabs and has established stations
all over the city,and vrithits own pri-
vate telephone systems is able to avoid
the expensive dead mileage, or the
necessity of. sending cabs empty for
long distances In answer to calls.

A remarkable story has
- just been

told by an eastern enthusiast. The
writer says; **lnever saw a horsefly
stop an automobile until yesterday.
Running between Cleveland and Co-
lumbus our car came to a dead stop. It
did not take long to discover that there
was no gas going to the engine. Fur-
ther investigation showed that In some

Instantly choke the engine to a stand-
still."

Another novel use of the automobile
r;as been brought Into service InParis.
It is a disinfecting van. A large oven
of sheet steel is mounted on a truck.
The machine- collects linen and port-
able things from infected places, carry-
Ing them to .headquarters, where the
6ven is dismounted as a whole. Another
oven is then mounted, while the first
undergoes the disinfecting process.

H. E. Walton recently said in New
York that the mobilization of military

'orces by means of
he automobile met
urith considerable
md notable suc-

cess in England
and in other foreign countries. He
said: "The success of the experiment
recently made in London, when 1..Q00
men, chosen from three regiments of
guards in that city, were dispatched invery quick time to Hastings, in cars
lent by private owners, to repel animaginary attack or invasion in that
quarter, has caused the English army
council to include the automobile in
the annual army act.

"Every automobile in the country
could be placed inservice, ifnecessary,
making about 120,000 cars In England.

"In the United States the number
would be vastly greater, as there are
more cars registered here than- abroad,
and some means should be adopted that
would enable hundreds of automobiles
to be at the command of the president
or the adjutant general at a moment's
notice in any section of the union."
