Clare island is not an abode of lux-
ury, or even of prosperity, as the
American farmer understands it. But

In the
old days the people were so desper-
ately poor that' they were forced lite'r-
all^r to defy the laws. A writ for debt
was utterly useless, because no one but
the inhabitants, knew who. owned the
cattle pastured on the common, 'and the
bailiff dare not seize the animals in-
discriminately. Since the readjustment
and the change from tenants'to owrifers,
the people pay their just debts prompt-
ly; they »re as peaceable as those in.
any other part of Ireland and as com-
fortable as the inhabitants of sucivan
inhospitable land can be.'. They must

The French estate had .been pur-

chased and dealt Vlth.before, and :the

of the huge Dillon estate in 1899 which
marked the. end of small experiments
and tlie.

Nevertheless, the 4,300 tenants
were virtually all provided for with
greatly improved holdings, the annual
purchase price they pay being less than
their former rents, while the board re-
covered not only the amount paid the
landlord, but the cost of Improvements
as well.
HAPPVjAS CHOIR OF ANGEI.S.. Unfortunately, there was little un-
tenanted land in the neighborhood of
the estate, and /Only a few of the ten-

ants^could be moved. But by the build-
ing of roads and fences, and the con-
struction of extensive drainage works,
the direct value and fertility of the
land were so greatly enhanced that the
condition of all the tenants was vastly
improved. Probably half of the farms
are'still uneconomic, but half of these
willgradually be made economic within
a few. years by. better agricultural
treatment. Meanwhile the Dillon estate
tenants 'are virtually' owners: of their
lands, and are "as happy." as one. of
them said to me

(
seyen years, ago,' "as

a choir of angels." One of the most
important improvements, of course, has
been the erection of some, hundreds of
neat, comfortable homes in. place of
the wretched houses ;formerly used.
These we shall describe. as we make a
tour of the big property in later ar-
ticles.

Prior to the passage of the land act
of 1903, the board purchased 46 estates,
with a total area of about 175,000 acres,
and tenants numbering more than 6.500.
The total- purchase price was about
$2,850,000. and $950,000 was expended
in improvements. (The board paid for
purchased lands out of advances made
by the land commission. As each hold-
ing was resold to a tenant, the com-
mission wrote off a corresponding part
of the debt.) On all these large under-
takings the board's loss was $175,000.
