numbers and several nice catches have
already been made.

Up to last Friday the veteran John
Pollard had taken 26 fish in the vicin-
ity of the: Weymouth place, mostly

with spinner, though he took several
during the week with flies. The ad-
vices also state that the "half pound-
ers," for which the river is noted, are
as numerous as ever, and quite a few
fish weighing five and six pounds are^
being- creeled. F. llansman of this
city found steelhead fishing splendid

near Cummings in ilendocino county.

One day last week Hansman creeled
40 measuring from 7 to 9 -Inches in
three hours.

Some young salmon have been taken
from the brackish waters of .San
Gregorio creek recently, which leads
anglers to believe "that there will be

some good fishing: further up the creek
soon. Ralph Freidrnan will leave for
this -stream today or tomorrow fh the
cap&city of pathfinder for* members
of the California anglers' association.

the upper Sacramento lacked the en-

thusiasm which colored the reports

previously received from that region.

Some fish are being taken at Lamolne.
Castle Crag and Sims, and fi3hinK will
probably be fair at least until the
salmon begin to ascend the stream to
spawn. Visitors to the .Truckee had
varying luck. A. B. Finch, a member
of the Fly Casting club, whipped the
river In, the vicinity of the lodge near

Boca one day and had -only nine- fair
sized fish to show for his efforts.

Shovel creek, the famous tributary

of the Klamath river, continues to

furnish splendid sport to. the fly.cast-
ing fraternity, and, in fact, the whole
Klamath country is still popular with
anglers. There are several San. Fran-
ciscans at Klamath Hot Springs, and
Klamath Falls is attracting a great
many. Collector of the Port F. S.
Stratton returned from an "touting in

the Klamath lake country a* few days

ago. With Strafton were J. W. Park-
hurst of this city. Rev. Charles' P.
Brown of Oakland, F. H. Page of Oak-
land, and W. X.' Wilson of Klamath
Falls.

The most spectacular event of the
day was the five mile race, in which
Harry McLean, an Indian from Phoe-
nix, Ariz., was pitted against the pick
of the country's runners. The fleet
footed redman, who was smaller than
any of the competitors, took the lead
in the" fourth lap, and set a grueling
pace that soon played havoc with: the
field. F. G. Bellars of.;the New York
athletic club proved his most danger-

ous competitor, and "soon succeeded in
taking the lead .from 'the Indian. ~ He
endeavored'iq.slbw "dowri;the pace, but
McLean forced the issue \u25a0 and by1press-
ing his man tired him soVihat he could
not stand the final spurt, which began
as the shot was fired for,. the twentieth-
and last lap. Bellars made a- game, ef-
fort against his Indian opponent, and
with a briliant burst of speed gathered
a good lead. He could not hold/it;
however, for McLean was on his' heels
at the half and as they entered .the
stretch the Arizona runner developed
a burst of speed that sent him across
the line several yards ,the winner, F.
Jackson of Seattle, who finished third,

came in a lap and a quarter behind the
winner. McLean, who had a local rep-
utation at Phoenix, was sent to Seattle
by the Phoenix Elks' lodge. As a spe-
cial event a relay race was run be-
tween teams from New York, Chicago
and Seattle,, representing the east, the
middle west and the far.- west, the, lat-
ter finishing first and-the. middle west
second, with the east coming in last.

In the 120 yard high hurdles Forrest
Smithson of the Multnomah club of
Portland, Ore., defeated Shaw of Chi-
cago, and equaled the previous 'record
of 15 1-5 seconds. The race was run
against a strong head wind, which un-
doubtedly prevented the Oregon runner
from establishing" a new record for
this event. '."h '.

—

One of the sensations of the jday
was the establishing of a new world's
record in, the 16 pound shot put by
Ralph Rose, the husky entry of the
Olympic athletic club, already holder
of the title in this event. His pre-
vious record was 49 feet 10. inches,
made in New York September 7, 1908.
Today he hurled the iron ball a dis-
tance/of 50.26 feet, eclipsing his pre-
vious feat by several inches. Rose-
won further distinction today by-secur-
ing 21 points to his own credit, ; the
greatest number secured by any ath-
lete during the meet.

Seattle carried off first honors in the
meet. The track team under the colors
<x£ the local club came out with 46
points to its credit, while tlfe Olympic
athletic club -of- San

-
Francisco was

second, with 30 points, and Chicago
third, with 26. The winners fattened
their total by taking all three places in
the 100 yard dash, much to the surprise
of their admirers as well as of the vis-
itors.
